THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 202-i of the labor law is anmended by adding a new
subdivision 5 to read as foll ows:

5. THE SPOUSE OF A MEMBER OF THE ARMED FORCES OF THE UNI TED STATES,
NATI ONAL GUARD OR RESERVES WHO HAS BEEN DEPLOYED, SHALL BE ALLOWED UP TO
TEN DAYS UNPAI D LEAVE BY THEI R EMPLOYER. SUCH LEAVE SHALL ONLY BE USED
VWHEN SUCH PERSON' S SPOUSE IS ON LEAVE FROM THE ARMED FORCES OF THE
UNI TED STATES, NATI ONAL GUARD, OR RESERVES AFTER HAVI NG BEEN DEPLOYED
FOR A PERI OD OF NO LESS THAN ONE HUNDRED TWENTY DAYS
