AN ACT to anmend the environnental conservation law, in relation to
notice of public hearings relating to the adoption of rules and regu-
| ati ons

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Paragraph a of subdivision 2 of section 3-0301 of the envi-
ronnmental conservation | aw, as anended by section 44 of part D of chap-
ter 60 of the laws of 2012, is anmended to read as foll ows:

a. Adopt, amend or repeal environnmental standards, criteria and those
rules and regulations having the force and effect of standards and
criteria to carry out the purposes and provisions of this act. Any such
envi ronnental standard, criterion, rule or regulation or change thereto
shal |l becone effective thirty days after being filed with the Secretary
of State for publication in the "Oficial Conpilation of Codes, Rules,
and Regul ations of the State of New York" published pursuant to section
102 of the Executive Law. This provision shall not in any way restrict
the conmi ssioner in the exercise of any function, power or duty trans-
ferred to him or her and heretofore authorized to be exercised by any
ot her departnent acting through its conm ssioner to pronul gate, adopt,
amend or repeal any standards, rules and regul ations. No such environ-
nmental standards, criterion, rule or regulation or change thereto shal
be proposed for approval unless a public hearing relating to the subject
of such standard shall be held by the conmm ssioner prior thereto not
| ess than [30] 45 days after date of notice therefor, any provision of
law to the contrary notw thstanding. Notice shall be given by public
advertisenment of the date, tine, place and purpose of such hearing.

S 2. Subdivision 1 of section 19-0303 of the environnental conserva-
tion law, as anmended by chapter 469 of the |laws of 1974, is anended to
read as foll ows:

1. A code, rule or regulation or any anendnent or repeal thereof shal
not be adopted until after a public hearing within the area of the state
concerned. Notice of such hearing shall be given at least [thirty]
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FORTY-FIVE days prior to the scheduled date of the hearing by public
advertisenment of the date, tine, place and purpose of such hearing. At
such hearing, opportunity to be heard by the departnent with respect to
the subject thereof shall be given to the public. A code, rule or regu-

| ation or an anendnent or repeal thereof shall not becone effective
until thirty days after certified copies thereof shall have been filed
with the secretary of state. Any person heard at such hearing shall be

given witten notice of the action of the departnment with respect to the
subj ect thereof.

S 3. Section 27-0705 of the environnental conservation |aw, as added
by chapter 399 of the laws of 1973 and as renunbered by chapter 425 of
the laws of 1977, is anended to read as foll ows:

S 27-0705. Adoption of rules and regul ations; public hearings.

A rule or regulation or any anendnent or repeal thereof shall not be
adopted until after public hearing thereon. Notice of such hearing shal
be given at least [thirty] FORTY-FIVE days prior to the scheduled date
of the hearing by public advertisement in the area of the state
concerned of the date, tine, place and purpose of such hearing. At such
heari ng, opportunity to be heard shall be given to the public. A rule or
regul ation or an amendnent or repeal thereof shall not becone effective
until sixty days after certified copies thereof shall have been filed
with the secretary of state.

S 4. Subdivision 1 of section 35-0109 of the environnmental conserva-
tion law is amended to read as foll ows:

1. Notice of public hearing shall be by publication in two newspapers
nost likely to give notice to the people of this state of such hearings
at | east once in each of three successive weeks, provided, however, that
notice of public hearing shall be given to the manufacturer or nanufac-
turers of such househol d cl eansing products in witing, whenever practi-
cable or in such other form as in the commi ssioner's judgnent wl|
reasonably notify such manufacturer of said hearing. Such hearing shal
not be conducted less than [thirty] FORTY-FIVE days follow ng the date
of first publication of notice of such hearing.

S 5. Section 37-0105 of the environmental conservation |aw, as anmended
by chapter 671 of the aws of 1986, is anended to read as foll ows:

S 37-0105. Rul es and regul ati ons.

The departnent is hereby authorized to pronmulgate rules and regu-
|ations pertaining to the storage and release to the environnment of
subst ances hazardous or acutely hazardous to public health, safety or
the environnment. Such rules and regulations nay require the users of
substances which may neet the criteria upon which the lists referred to
in paragraphs (a) and (b) of subdivision one of section 37-0103 of this
chapter are based to furnish to the departnment for the public record any
i nformati on regardi ng such substances which the said user may have, and
the nature and extent of research perforned by said user concerning the
effects of such substances on human health and the environnent. Prior
to promulgation of rules and regulations hereunder, public hearings
shall be held upon notice in tw newspapers in the locality of said
public hearings, at |least two tinmes per week in each of three successive
weeks. Such hearings shall be conducted not less than [thirty (30)]
FORTY- FI VE (45) days follow ng the date of |ast publication.

S 6. This act shall take effect on the thirtieth day after it shal
have becone a | aw and shall apply to any rule or regulation proposed on
or after such date.
