THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The social services law is anmended by addi ng two new
sections 365-1-1 and 365-1-2 to read as foll ows:

S 2. On or before Decenber 15, 2016, the comm ssioner of health shal
submt a report to the senate and assenbly health comm ttees contai ning
recommendati ons on the foll ow ng:

(a) whether and how traunma-informed care could be nore wi dely incorpo-
rated into the practice of nedicine throughout New York state; and

(b) whether and how t he use of the advance chil dhood experience ques-
tionnaire and other preventive nedical services could be expanded
t hroughout New York state.

S 3. This act shall take effect on the first of July next succeeding
the date upon which it shall have becone a | aw.
