AN ACT to anend the public officers law and the election law, in
relation to residency requirenent for |ocal governnment elected offi-
cials

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 3 of the public officers |law, as
anended by chapter 251 of the laws of 2014, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

1. No person shall be capable of holding a civil office who shall not,
at the tinme he or she shall be chosen thereto, have attai ned the age of
ei ghteen years, except that in the case of youth boards, youth comm s-
sions, recreation commissions, or community boards in the city of New
York only, menbers of such boards or conmm ssions nmay be under the age of
ei ghteen years, but must have attained the age of sixteen years on or
before appointnment to such youth board, youth commi ssion, recreation
commi ssion, or comunity board in the city of New York, be a citizen of
the United States, a resident of the state, and if it be a |ocal office,
BE a resident of the political subdivision or nunicipal corporation of
the state for which he or she shall be chosen, or within which the el ec-
tors electing himor her reside, or wwithin which his or her officia
functions are required to be exercised AT THE TIME HE OR SHE SHALL BE
OFFI Cl ALLY DESI GNATED OR NOM NATED, or who shall have been or shall be
convicted of a violation of the selective draft act of the United
States, enacted May ei ghteenth, nineteen hundred seventeen, or the acts
anmendatory or supplenental thereto, or of the federal selective training
and service act of nineteen hundred forty or the acts anmendatory thereof
or suppl enental thereto.

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S 2. The election law is anmended by adding a new section 6-170 to read
as foll ows:

S 6-170. DESI GNATI NG OR NOM NATI NG PETI TI ON; RESI DENCE. A DESI GNATI NG
OR NOM NATI NG PETI TI ON, OR CERTI FI CATE OF DESI GNATION, AS PROVIDED IN
SECTI ONS 6-132 AND 6-140 OF TH'S TI TLE, NAM NG A PERSON AS CANDI DATE FOR
A LOCAL OFFI CE WHI CH REQUI RES THE OFFI CE HOLDER TO BE A RESI DENT OF THE
SUBDI VI SI ON, AND WHI CH CONTAINS THEREIN A RESIDENCE ADDRESS FOR THE
CANDI DATE THAT IS NOT WTHN THE SUBDI VISION I N WH CH THE CANDI DATE
SEEKS NOM NATI ON OR ELECTION, SHALL BE |INVALID UNLESS SUCH CANDI DATE
SHALL FILE, AT THE SAME TIME AS THE FI LI NG OF THE PETI TI ON OR CERTI F-
| CATE OF NOM NATI ON OR DESI GNATI ON, A CERTI FI CATE DULY ACKNOALEDGED BY
THE CANDI DATE WHI CH SETS FORTH A RESI DENCE W THI N THE SUBDI VI SI ON WHERE
THE CANDI DATE RESI DES AS OF THE DATE OF SUCH FI LI NGS.

S 3. The election law is anmended by adding a new section 6-214 to read
as foll ows:

S 6-214. DESI GNATI NG OR NOM NATI NG PETI TI ON; RESI DENCE. A DESI GNATI NG
OR NOM NATING PETITION, OR CERTIFI CATE OF DESI GNATI ON, AS PROVI DED I N
SECTI ONS 6-204 AND 6-206 OF THI'S TI TLE, NAM NG A PERSON AS CANDI DATE FOR
A VI LLAGE OFFI CE WHI CH REQUI RES THE OFFI CE HOLDER TO BE A RESIDENT OF
THE VILLAGE, AND VWH CH CONTAINS THEREIN A RESI DENCE ADDRESS FOR THE
CANDI DATE THAT IS NOT WTHI N THE VI LLAGE IN WH CH THE CANDI DATE SEEKS
NOM NATION OR ELECTION, SHALL BE | NVALID UNLESS SUCH CANDI DATE SHALL
FILE, AT THE SAME TIME AS THE FI LI NG OF THE PETI TION OR CERTI FI CATE OF
NOM NATI ON OR DESI GNATI ON, A CERTI FI CATE DULY ACKNOALEDGED BY THE CANDI -
DATE WHI CH SETS FORTH A RESI DENCE W THI N THE VI LLAGE WHERE THE CANDI DATE
RESI DES AS OF THE DATE OF SUCH FI LI NGS.
