Section 1. Subdivision (a) of section 72-h of the general nunicipa
law, as anended by chapter 562 of the |aws of 1990, is anended to read
as foll ows:

(a) Notwi t hstandi ng any provision of any general, special or |ocal |aw
or of any charter, the supervisors of a county, the town board of a
town, the board of trustees of a village, the board of fire comm ssion-
ers of a fire district, the board of estimate of a city, or if there be

none the local |egislative body of such city, and, in a city having a
popul ation of one mllion or nore, the mayor, subject to disapproval by
the council wthin thirty days following receipt of notice of the
approval of the mayor, may sell, transfer or |ease to or exchange wth

any nunicipal corporation or nunicipal corporations, school district,
board of cooperative educational services, fire district, the state of
New York, or the government of the United States and any agency or
departnment thereof, either w thout consideration or for such consider-
ation and wupon such ternms and conditions as shall be approved by such
of ficer or body, any real property owned by such county, town, village,
fire district or city; and any nunicipal corporation [or], SCHOOL
DISTRICT, ORfire district may acquire or |ease such real property as
provided in this section.
