Notwithstanding any other provision of Iaw, where a person is
serving a sentence for a violation of section 120.03, 120.04, 120.04-a,
125.12, 125.13 or 125.14 of the penal law, or a felony as defined in
par agraph (c) of subdivision one of section eleven hundred ninety-three
of the vehicle and traffic law, if such person is rel eased on parol e or
condi tional release the board shall require as a nandatory condition of
such release, that such person install and maintain, in accordance with
t he provisions of section eleven hundred ninety-eight of the vehicle and
traffic law, an ignition interlock device in any notor vehicle owed or
operated by such person during the term of such parole or conditiona
rel ease for such crine.
