AN ACT to anend the nental hygiene |law and the state finance law, in
relation to the reinvestnent of funds into comunity-based services
for persons suffering fromcheni cal dependence

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Legislative intent and findings. The | egislature finds
that declines in the state prison inmate census, due to the utilization
of alternatives to incarceration and changes in the sentencing |aws for
persons convicted of drug of fenses, create conconmitant denmand and strain
on conmuni ty-based chemn cal dependence treatnent services.

The legislature also finds that as state expenditures for incarcerated

i ndi vidual s are reduced due to the aforenentioned interventions, it is
necessary and appropriate to establish a dedicated fund, conprised of
t hose savings, which will be reinvested into the devel opnment and expan-

sion of conmunity-based chem cal dependence treatnent and prevention
progr ans.

The legislature further finds that as it is well established that
chem cal dependence prevention and treatnment is the nost effective
response to chemical abuse and addiction and the resulting crimna
of f enses, the availability of effective prevention and treatnent
prograns should be a prom nent conponent of the state's response.

S 22.12 COMUNI TY RElI NVESTMENT PROGRAM

(A) THE COW SSI ONER OF THE OFFI CE OF ALCOHOLI SM AND SUBSTANCE ABUSE
SERVI CES SHALL PLAN, PROMOTE, ESTABLI SH, DEVELOP, COORDI NATE, EVALUATE,
AND CONDUCT PROGRAMS AND SERVI CES OF PREVENTI ON, DI AGNOSI' S, EXAM NATI ON,
CARE, TREATMENT, REHABI LI TATI ON, EDUCATI ON AND VOCATI ONAL TRAI NI NG AND
RESEARCH FOR THE BENEFIT OF | NDI VI DUALS WHO SUFFER FROM AND/ OR ARE AT
RISK FOR CHEM CAL DEPENDENCE. SUCH PROGRAMS SHALL BE LICENSED OR
APPROVED BY THE OFFICE OF ALCOHOLI SM AND SUBSTANCE ABUSE SERVI CES AND
SHALL | NCLUDE BUT NOT BE LIMTED TO | NPATIENT, RESIDENTIAL, HALF-WAY
HOUSE, OUTPATI ENT, METHADONE MAI NTENANCE TREATMENT, EMERGENCY, REHABI LI -
TATI VE, EDUCATI ONAL AND VOCATI ONAL AND OTHER APPROPRI ATE TREATMENT,
PREVENTI ON AND SUPPORT SERVI CES.

IN THE FOLLOW NG FI SCAL YEAR FOR FAI LURE TO MAI NTAI N EXPENDI TURES. FUNDS
ANNUALLY APPROPRI ATED BY THE LEGQ SLATURE FOR COVMUNI TY CHEM CAL DEPEND-
ENCE REI NVESTMENT SERVI CES ARE | NTENDED TO PAY FOR THE DEVELOPMENT,

OP AND | MPLEMENT A SCHEDULE FOR STUDYI NG CHEM CAL DEPENDENCE PREVENTI ON
AND TREATMENT PROGRAMS, FOCUSI NG ON THE AVAI LABI LITY OF SUCH PROGRAMS
AND WHETHER THESE PROGRAMS ADEQUATELY MEET THE NEEDS OF THOSE | NVATES
RELEASED FROM DEPARTMVENT OF CORRECTI ONS FACI LI TIES. FURTHER, THI S COUN-

TRATION, THE DI VI SION OF CRIM NAL JUSTI CE SERVI CES, THE DEPARTMENT OF
CORRECTIONS AND COWUNI TY SUPERVI SI ON, AND THE OFFI CE OF CHI LDREN AND
FAM LY SERVI CES. THE COUNCI L SHALL ALSO CONSI ST OF NI NE REPRESENTATI VES
SELECTED FROM THE FOLLOW NG THREE COVMUNI TI ES AS FOLLOWS: THREE REPRE-
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SENTATI VES FROM THE SERVI CE PROVI DER COVMUNI TY; THREE REPRESENTATI VES
FROM THE CONSUMER COMVUNITY; AND THREE REPRESENTATI VES WHO SHALL BE
FAM LY MEMBERS OF CONSUMERS. ONE REPRESENTATI VE FROM EACH OF THESE THREE
COMVUNI TI ES SHALL BE APPO NTED BY THE TEMPORARY PRESI DENT OF THE SENATE,
THE GOVERNOR, THE SPEAKER OF THE ASSEMBLY, THE M NCRI TY LEADER OF THE
ASSEMBLY AND THE M NORI TY LEADER OF THE SENATE.

S 95-1. CHEM CAL DEPENDENCE RElI NVESTMENT FUND. 1. THERE | S HEREBY

ESTABLI SHED | N THE JO NT CUSTODY OF THE COVPTROLLER AND THE COVM SSI ONER
OF TAXATI ON AND FI NANCE A FUND TO BE KNOAWN AS THE CHEM CAL DEPENDENCE
REI NVESTMENT FUND.

2. MONEYS OF THE FUND, FOLLOW NG APPROPRI ATI ON BY THE LEG SLATURE AND
ALLOCATI ON BY THE DI RECTOR OF BUDGET, SHALL BE AVAI LABLE TO THE COW S-
SIONER OF THE OFFI CE OF ALCOHOLI SM AND SUBSTANCE ABUSE SERVI CES FOR THE
DEVELOPMENT, EXPANSI ON AND OPERATI ON OF NEW AND EXPANDED COVMUNI TY CHEM
| CAL DEPENDENCE SERVICES, |INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMTED TO  SERVICES
RENDERED TO PERSONS MANDATED | NTO CHEM CAL DEPENDENCE TREATMENT I N LI EU
OF | NCARCERATI ON BY THE CRI M NAL JUSTI CE SYSTEM  SPECI FI C AMOUNTS SHALL

S 5. Each year an independent actuarial accounting of the savings
generated fromdeclines in the state prison census shall be conducted
and the results reported to the governor, the division of the budget,
the senate finance commttee and the assenbly ways and neans commttee
no |l ater than one year followng the effective date of this act.
