BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Legislative findings and intent. The |l egislature finds that
a lack of parking for residents in the city of Buffalo in the area in
and around Buffalo General Medical Park has resulted in traffic hazards,
congestion and air and noise pollution. In addition, such |ack of park-
i ng poses a hazard to residents and ot her pedestrians in such area.

The legislature further finds that a residential parking systemwthin
such area w |l reduce such hazards and will reduce pollution |evels as
well. The legislature, therefore, hereby declares the necessity of this
act to authorize the <city of Buffalo to adopt a residential parking
systemin accordance with the provisions of this act.

S 2. The vehicle and traffic law is anmended by adding a new section

The
city of Buffalo shall notify the legislative bill drafting conmm ssion
upon the occurrence of such inplenentation or adoption in order that the
commi ssion nmay maintain an accurate and tinely effective data base of
the official text of the laws of the state of New York in furtherance of
