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AN ACT to authorize Leila El-Chehabi to apply for service credit in the
New York state teachers' retirenent system

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. 1. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, Leila
El - Chehabi, a nmenber of the New York state teachers' retirenment system
since 1982, who worked as a full-tinme teacher for the United States
Depart nent of Defense Dependent Schools at Bitburg Air Force Base in
Bitburg, Germany from 1987 wuntil 1992, shall be entitled to receive
service credit in such retirement systemfor her tinme working for the
United States governnent iif, on or before Decenber 31, 2016 she: (1)
shall file a request to such effect with the New York state teachers'
retirement system and (2) shall pay to the New York state teachers’
retirement system an anount which such nenber would have contributed
during such period, together with any interest thereon. The crediting
of service pursuant to this act shall be substantially equivalent to the
crediting of service in accordance with articles 14 or 15 of the retire-
ment and social security law. Provided, however, no such credit shall be
all oned for any service for which Leila El-Chehabi is receiving a bene-
fit or wll be entitled to receive a benefit at any future tine from
some other public or private retirement systemor plan in this state or
in any other state or fromthe federal governnent.

2. Nothing in this act shall authorize or require the retirenent
systemto credit service where not permtted by section 415(n) of the
I nternal Revenue Code or any regul ati ons pronul gated thereunder.

FI SCAL NOTE. - - Pursuant to Legislative Law, Section 50:

This bill would allow Leila El-Chehabi, an active nenber of the New
York State Teachers' Retirenment Systemwith Tier 3 status, to purchase
subsequent service credit from her enploynent with the United States
Depart nent of Defense Dependent Schools at Bitburg Air Force Base in
Bitburg, Germany from 1987 wuntil 1992. However, no credit shall be
all onwed for any service for which she will be entitled to receive a
benefit from another retirenent system M. El-Chehabi nust file a wit-
ten request wth the head of the New York State Teachers' Retirenent
System on or before Decenber 31, 2016 to that effect.

The cost of this benefit is equal to the increase in the present val ue
of liabilities, which is estimated to be $133,900. This cost would be
borne by the enployers of nenbers of the New York State Teachers
Retirenent System and by Ms. El-Chehabi. The enpl oyers of nenbers of the
New York State Teachers' Retirenent System would be responsible for
approxi mately $117,600 and Ms. El - Chehabi for approxi mately $16, 300.

Enpl oyee data is from the Systenis nbost recent actuarial valuation
files, consisting of data provided by the enployers to the Retirenent
System Data distributions and statistics can be found in the Systenis
Conpr ehensi ve Annual Financial Report (CAFR). System assets are as
reported in the Systenis financial statements, and can al so be found in
the CAFR. Actuarial assunptions and nethods are provided in the Systenis
Actuarial Val uation Report.
