BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 3209 of +the education law is
anmended by addi ng a new paragraph c-1 to read as foll ows:

C-1. NOTW THSTANDI NG ANY OTHER PROVI SI ON OF LAW TO THE CONTRARY, WHERE
A CH LD BECOVES HOMELESS AS A RESULT OF AN ACT OF TERRORI SM OR A NATURAL
DI SASTER WHI CH RESULTS |IN THE DECLARATI ON OF A STATE OF EMERGENCY OR
DI SASTER BY THE STATE OR BY THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT, SUCH CHI LD MAY
DESI GNATE AND CONTI NUE TO BE ENROLLED I N THE SCHOOL DI STRICT OF ORIG N
FOR UP TO TWO FULL SCHOOL YEARS AFTER THE ACT OF TERRORISM OR NATURAL
DI SASTER PROVI DED SUCH SCHOOL DI STRICT |I'S NOT OVERCROWDED
