THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED I N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Paragraph (c) of subdivision 2 of section 740 of the |abor
| aw, as added by chapter 660 of the |aws of 1984, is anmended and two new
par agr aphs (d) and (e) are added to read as foll ows:

(c) objects to, or refuses to participate in any such activity, policy
or practice in violation of a law, rule or regulation[.]; OR

(D) COWPLAINS TO THE EMPLOYER OR SUPERVI SOR THAT WAGES HAVE NOT BEEN
PAI D ACCORDI NG TO THE TERMS AND CONDI TI ONS OF EMPLOYMENT; OR

(E) I NSTI TUTES OR PLANS ON I NSTI TUTING A CIVIL ACTION AS SET FORTH I N
SUBDI VI SI ON FOUR OF THI' S SECTI ON.

S 2. Paragraph (e) of subdivision 5 of section 740 of the |abor |aw,
as added by chapter 660 of the laws of 1984, is anmended to read as
fol | ows:

(e) the paynent by the enployer of reasonable costs, disbursenents,
[and] attorney's fees AND A FINE OF NOT LESS THAN FI VE THOUSAND DOLLARS
NOR MORE THAN TEN THOUSAND DOLLARS.

S 3. This act shall take effect immediately.
