AN ACT to anend the environnental conservation law, in relation to the
reduction of nmercury in nercury-added | anps

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 27-2101 of the environnental conservation lawis
anmended by addi ng five new subdivisions 30, 31, 32, 33, and 34 to read
as foll ows:

30. "MERCURY- ADDED LAMP" MEANS AN ELECTRI C LAMP TO VWH CH MERCURY OR
MERCURY COVPOUNDS ARE | NTENTI ONALLY ADDED DURI NG THE MANUFACTURI NG PROC-
ESS, | NCLUDI NG BUT NOT LIMTED TO, COWACT FLUORESCENT LAMPS, HALO
PHOSPHATE STRAI GHT FLUORESCENT LAMPS, AND TRI PHOSPHATE ( TRI BAND PHOSP-
HATES) STRAI GHT FLUORESCENT LAMPS W TH NORVMAL OR LONG LI FETI ME.

31. "PRODUCER OF MERCURY- ADDED LAMPS' MEANS ANY PERSON WHO

(A) MANUFACTURES AND SELLS MERCURY- ADDED LAMPS UNDER | TS OAN BRAND;

34. "LONG LIFETIME" MEANS MORE THAN TVENTY- FOUR THOUSAND HOURS WHEN
TESTED ON AN ELECTRONI C OR ELECTROVAGNETI C BALLAST, | NCLUDING  BUT NOT
LIMTED TGO, A T8 | NSTANT START BALLAST, A T12 RAPI D START BALLAST, OR A
T5 PROGRAMMED START BALLAST, AND TURNED ON AND OFF EVERY THREE HOURS
(" THREE HOUR STARTS").

S 2. Section 27-2107 of the environnmental conservation |aw is anmended
by addi ng two new subdivisions 11 and 12 to read as foll ows:

11. ON AND AFTER JANUARY FI RST, TWO THOUSAND EI GHTEEN, NO PRODUCER OF
MERCURY- ADDED LAMPS SHALL SELL, OFFER FOR SALE, OR DI STRI BUTE SUCH LAMPS
THAT FAIL TO MEET MERCURY CONTENT STANDARDS ADOPTED BY THE DEPARTMENT,
AND FOR THE FOLLOW NG GENERAL PURPCSE LI GHTS, MERCURY CONTENT SHALL BE
NO H GHER THAN

(A) FIVE M LLI GRAMS FOR COVPACT FLUORESCENT LAMPS;

(B) TEN M LLI GRAMS FOR HALOPHOSPHATE STRAI GHT FLUORESCENT LAMPS;

(© FIVE M LLI GRAMS FOR TRI PHOSPHATE STRAI GHT FLUORESCENT LAMPS W TH A
NORVAL LI FETI ME;

(D) EIGAT MLLI GRAM5S FOR TRI PHOSPHATE STRAI GHT FLUORESCENT LAMPS W TH
A LONG LI FETI ME.

12. ON OR BEFORE DECEMBER THI RTY- FI RST, TWD THOUSAND El GHTEEN, MERCURY
CONTENT STANDARDS ESTABLI SHED | N ACCORDANCE W TH THI' S SECTI ON SHALL NOT
APPLY TO SPECI AL PURPCSE LI GHTS.

S 3. Section 27-2111 of the environmental conservation |aw, as anmended
by chapter 676 of the |aws of 2005, is anended to read as foll ows:

S 27-2111. Regul ati ons.

The departnent shall pronul gate and enforce any regul ati ons necessary
to i nplenent the provisions of this title.

Such regul ations shall provide for the proper storage, recycling and
di sposal of nercury-added consuner products at facilities regul ated
pursuant to titles seven and nine of this article.

SUCH REGULATI ONS MAY PROVI DE FOR MERCURY CONTENT STANDARDS FOR MERCU-
RY- ADDED LAMPS NOT | NCONSI STENT W TH SECTI ON 27-2107 OF THIS TI TLE

S 4. Subdivision 1 of section 71-2724 of the environnmental conserva-
tion law, as added by chapter 145 of the laws of 2004, is anended to
read as foll ows:

1. Any person who knowi ngly or intentionally violates any provision of
or fails to perform any duty pursuant to title twenty-one of article
twenty-seven of this chapter, except subdivision one of section 27-2105
AND SUBDI VI SION ELEVEN OF SECTION 27-2107 of this chapter, shall upon
the first finding of such a violation be liable for a civil penalty not
to exceed one hundred dollars. Any person convicted of a second or
subsequent violation shall be liable for a civil penalty not to exceed
five hundred dollars for each violation.

S 5. Section 71-2724 of the environnmental conservation |aw is anmended
by addi ng a new subdivision 2-a to read as foll ows:

2-A. ANY PERSON WHO KNOW NGLY OR | NTENTI ONALLY VI OLATES OR FAILS TO
PERFORM ANY DUTY | MPOSED BY SUBDI VI SI ON ELEVEN OF SECTI ON 27-2107 OF
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THI S CHAPTER OR ANY OF THE PROVI SIONS, RULE, OR REGULATI ON PROMULGATED
PURSUANT THERETO SHALL BE PUNI SHABLE IN THE CASE OF A FI RST VI OLATI ON,
BY A CIVIL PENALTY NOT TO EXCEED TEN THOUSAND DOLLARS. IN THE CASE OF A
SECOND AND ANY FURTHER VIOLATION, THE LIABILITY SHALL BE FOR A CIVIL
PENALTY NOT TO EXCEED TWENTY- FI VE THOUSAND DOLLARS FOR EACH VI OLATI ON.

S 6. This act shall take effect imediately.
