AN ACT to anmend the labor law, in relation to enacting the "save New
York call center jobs act of 2017"

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Short title. This act shall be known and may be cited as
the "save New York call center jobs act of 2017".

8§ 2. The labor lawis anended by adding a new article 21 to read as
foll ows:

Section 770. Definitions.
771. List of relocated call centers.
772. Grants, guaranteed | oans and tax benefits.

8 770. Definitions. As used in this article:

1. The term"call center" nmeans a facility or other operation whereby
enpl oyees receive telephone calls or other electronic communication for
the purpose of providing custoner assistance or other service.

2. (a) The term "enployer" nmeans any business entity that enploys
fifty or nore enployees, excluding part-tinme enployees; or fifty or nore
enployees that in the aggregate work at least fifteen hundred hours per
week, excluding overtine hours, for the purpose of staffing a cal
center.

(b) The term "part-tine enployee" neans an enployee who is enpl oyed
for an average of fewer than twenty hours per week or who has been
enployed for fewer than six of the twelve nonths preceding the date on
which notice is required under this article.

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8 771. List of relocated call centers. 1. A call center enployer that
intends to relocate a call center, or one or nore facilities or operat-
ing units within a call center conprising at least thirty percent of the
call center's, or operating unit's, total volune when neasured agai nst
the previous twelve nonth average call volune of operations or substan-
tially simlar operations, fromNew York state to a foreign country
shall notify the conmssioner at |east one hundred days before such
rel ocation.

2. Acall center enployer that violates subdivision one of this
section shall be subject to a civil penalty not to exceed ten thousand
dollars for each day of such violation, except that the conmmi ssioner nay
reduce such anmpunt for just cause shown.

3. The conmmi ssioner shall conpile a semannual list of all call center
enpl oyers that relocate a call center, or one or nore facilities or
operating units within a call center conprising at least thirty percent
of the call center's total volune of operations, from New York state to
a foreign country.

4. The conmi ssioner shall distribute the list required in this section
to all agencies in the state.

8§ 772. Gants, qguaranteed loans and tax benefits. 1. Except as
provided in subdivision three of this section and notw thstanding any
other provision of law, a call center enployer that appears on the li st
described in section seven hundred seventy-one of this article shall be
ineligible for any direct or indirect state grants, state guaranteed
| oans, tax benefits or other financial governnental support for a period
of five vears fromthe date such list is published

2. Except as provided in subdivision three of this section and
notwi thstanding any other provision of law, a call center enployer that
appears on the list described in section seven hundred seventy-one of
this article shall remt the unanortized value of any grant or guaran-
teed loans, or any tax benefits or other governnental support it has
previously received to the conmi ssioner. The provisions of this subdivi-
sion shall apply to grants, loans, tax benefits and financial govern-
nental assistance that is received on or after the effective date of
this article.

3. The conmissioner., in consultation wth the appropriate agency
providing a loan or grant, may waive the requirenent provided under
subdivision two of this section if the enployer denonstrates that such
requi renent woul d:

a) threaten state or national security;

(b) result in substantial job loss in the state of New York; or

(c) harmthe environnent.

8 773. Procurenent contracts. The head of each state agency shal
ensure that all state-business-related call center and custoner service
work be perfornmed by state contractors or other agents or subcontractors
entirely within the state of New York. State contractors who currently
perform such work outside the state of New York shall have two years
following the effective date of this article to conply wth this
section; provided, that if any such contractors which performwork
outside this state adds custoner service enployees who will performwork
on such contracts, those new enployees shall imediately be enployed
within the state of New York.

8 774. State benefits for workers. No provision of this article shal
be construed to permt withholding or denial of paynents, conpensation
or benefits under any other state law, including but not limted to

stat e unenpl oynent conpensation, disability paynents or worker retrain-
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ing or readjustnent funds, to workers enployed by enployers that relo-
cate to a foreign country.

8 775. No private right of action. Nothing set forth in this article
shall be construed as creating, establishing, or authorizing a private
cause of action by an aggrieved person against an enployer who has
violated, or is alleged to have violated, any provision of this article.

8§ 3. This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
it shall have beconme a | aw.
