AN ACT to anend the vehicle and traffic |aw and the state finance |aw,
inrelation to issuing "West Indian Anerican Day Carnival" distinctive
license plates

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The vehicle and traffic lawis anmended by adding a new
section 404-y to read as foll ows:

8 404-y. Distinctive "West Indian Anerican Day Carnival" license
plates. 1. Any person residing in this state shall, upon request, be
issued a distinctive "West Indian Anerican Day Carnival" license plate
of a design approved by the conmmissioner. Application for such 1license
plate shall be filed with the commissioner in such formand detail as
the commi ssioner shall prescribe.

2. Adistinctive "West Indian Anerican Day Carnival" license plate

issued pursuant to this section shall be issued in the sane manner as
ot her nunber plates upon the paynent of the regular registration fee
prescribed by section four hundred one of this article; provided, howev-
er, that an additional annual service charge of twenty-five dollars
shall be charged for such plate. Such annual service charge shall be
deposited pursuant to the provisions of section four hundred four-oo of
this article, to the credit of the departnent of notor vehicles distinc-
tive plate devel opnment fund established by section ninety-five-g of the
state finance |aw and shall be used for the production, design, adver-
tising and marketing of distinctive license plates pursuant to such
section ninety-five-g; provided, however, that annual service charges
collected in excess of six thousand dollars shall be deposited to the
credit of the "Wst Indian Anerican Day Carnival Association fund"
established pursuant to section ninety-seven-pppp of the state finance
law and shall be used in support of the annual West |ndian Anerican Day
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parade and carnival produced by the West Indian Anmerican Day Carnival
Association, a not-for-profit corporation organized and operated under
the laws of this state pursuant to such section ninety-seven-pppp. Such
deposits shall not be used to replace, offset, or supplant any existing
funding of such association, but shall be in addition thereto.

§ 2. The state finance | aw is anended by adding a new section 97-pppp
to read as foll ows:

8 97-pppp. West Indian Anerican Day Carnival Association fund. 1
There is hereby established in the joint custody of the state conp-
troller and the conmmi ssioner of taxation and finance a fund to be known
as the West Indian Anerican Day Carnival Association fund.

2. Such fund shall consist of all nopneys collected pursuant to section
four hundred four-y of the vehicle and traffic law, and all other npbneys
credited or transferred thereto fromany other fund or source pursuant
to law, provided that section four hundred four-y of the vehicle and
traffic law shall control the nethod of paynent for the costs of produc-
ing the distinctive license plates authorized pursuant to such section
of |aw

3. Mneys of the fund shall be expended only for the actual costs of
producing the annual West |ndian Anerican Day parade and carnival by the
West I ndian Anerican Day Carnival Association, exclusive of adnministra-
tive expenses. Moneys shall be paid out of the fund on the audit and
warrant of the state conptroller on vouchers approved by the genera
secretary of the Wst Indian Anerican Day Carnival Association. Any
interest received by the conptroller on noneys on deposit in the West
Indian Anerican Day Carnival Association fund shall be retained in and
becone part of such fund. No noney from such fund may be wthdrawn,
transferred, or used by any person for any purpose other than as permt-
ted by this section.

§ 3. This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
it shall have becone a law. Any rules and regulations required to inple-
ment the foregoing provisions of this act shall be promul gated on or
bef ore such date.
