AN ACT to anend the public service law, in relation to decisions by the
state board on electric generation; and to repeal certain provisions
of such law relating thereto

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivisions 1 and 7 of section 168 of the public service
| aw, as added by chapter 388 of the |laws of 2011, are anended to read as
fol | ows:

1. The board shall nake the final decision on an application under
this article for a certificate or amendnent thereof, upon the record
made before the presiding exam ner, including any briefs or exceptions
to any recommended deci sion of such examiner or to any report of the
associ ate examiner, and after hearing such oral argunent as the board

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8 170. Certification by the board; establishnent by referendum 1.
Before the final decision by the board nmay becone effective, a referen-
dum nust be held upon the question of approving an application for a
certificate establishing a major electric generating facility in the
district or county where the proposed facility intends to be |ocated and
approved by fifty-one per centumof voters. If a majority of the votes
cast are in favor of establishing such a facility, it shall be nandatory
upon the board to issue a certificate. Such referendum nust be held
within sixty days, but not earlier than thirty days after the board's
deci si on.

2. Financing of any expenditure, in whole or in part, shall be drawn
fromany nonies remaining in the intervener account. Any further financ-
ing of this endeavor shall be financed pursuant to alternative county
governnent | aw.

§ 3. This act shall take effect inmediately.
