Section 1. Paragraph (nm) and subparagraph (iv) of paragraph (n) of
subdivision 9 of section 94 of the executive |law, paragraph (n) as
anended and subparagraph (iv) of paragraph (n) as added by section 6 of
part A of chapter 399 of the |aws of 2011 are anended and a new para-
graph (o) is added to read as foll ows:

(m Determine a question commobn to a class or defined category of
persons or items of information required to be disclosed, where determ -
nation of the question wll prevent undue repetition of requests for
exenption or deletion or prevent undue conplication in conplying wth
the requirenments of such section; [ard]

2. Newy elected legislators shall conplete the ethics training course
within seven days of being sworn into office.

3. Failure to conply with the provisions of this section shall be a
class A msdeneanor and shall be punishable by a fine of five thousand
dol | ars.

8 3. If any part or provision of this act is adjudged by a court of
conmpetent jurisdiction to be unconstitutional or otherw se invalid, such
judgnent shall not affect or inpair any other part or provision of this
act, but shall be confined in its operation to such part or provision.
