AN ACT to anend the public health law, in relation to access to HV
surveillance information for purposes of care coordination

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Section 2135 of the public health |law, as anmended by
section 3 of part A of chapter 60 of the laws of 2014, is anended to
read as foll ows:

§ 2135. Confidentiality. Al reports or information secured by the
departnent, rmunicipal health comm ssioner or district health officer
under the provisions of this title shall be confidential except: (a) in
so far as is necessary to carry out the provisions of this title; (b)
when wused in the aggregate, w thout patient specific identifying infor-
mation, in prograns approved by the commi ssioner for the inprovenent of
the quality of nmedical care provided to persons with H V/ AIDS; (c) when
used within the state or Jlocal health departnent by public health
di sease prograns to assess co-norbidity or conpl eteness of reporting and
to direct program needs, in which case patient specific identifying
information shall not be disclosed outside the state or Jlocal health
departnent; or (d) when wused for purposes of patient |inkage [ard].
retention in care, and care coordination, patient specific identified
information may be shared between local and state health departnents
[and], health care providers and care coordination systens currently
treating the patient as approved by the conmi ssioner. For purposes of
this section, care coordination shall nean managing, referring to,
| ocating, coordinating, and nonitoring health care services for an indi-
vidual to assure that all nedically necessary health care services are
made available to and are effectively used by the individual in a tinely
manner, consistent with patient autonony, where conducted by or with the
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participation of the patient's health care provider

and not conducted by

or on behalf of the patient's third-party payer.
