AN ACT to anend the vehicle and traffic law, in relation to use of
nobi |l e tel ephones and portable el ectronic devices while a child is in
a nmotor vehicle

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 4 of section 1225-c of the vehicle and traffic
| aw, as anended by section 6 of part B of chapter 55 of the laws of
2014, is amended to read as foll ows:

4. A violation of subdivision two of this section shall be a traffic
infraction and shall be punishable by a fine of not Iless than fifty
dollars nor nmore than two hundred dollars upon conviction of a first
vi ol ati on; upon conviction of a second violation, both of which were
commtted within a period of eighteen nonths, such violation shall be
puni shed by a fine of not less than fifty dollars nor nore than two
hundred fifty dollars; wupon conviction of a third or subsequent
violation, all of which were committed wthin a period of eighteen
mont hs, such violation shall be punished by a fine of not |ess than
fifty dollars nor nore than four hundred fifty dollars; provided, howev-
er, that if a child who is fifteen years of age or less is in the notor
vehicle at the tinme of the violation of subdivision twd of this section
such violation shall be a nisdeneanor and shall be punishable by a fine
of not less than one hundred fifty dollars nor nore than five hundred
dollars, inprisonnment for not nore than ninety days, or both such fine
and i nprisonnent.

8§ 2. Subdivision 6 of section 1225-d of the vehicle and traffic |aw,
as anended by section 7 of part B of chapter 55 of the |aws of 2014, is
anended to read as foll ows:

6. Aviolation of this section shall be a traffic infraction and shal
be punishable by a fine of not less than fifty dollars nor nore than two
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hundred dol | ars upon conviction of a first violation; upon conviction of
a second violation, both of which were commtted wthin a period of
ei ghteen nonths, such violation shall be punished by a fine of not |ess
than fifty dollars nor nore than two hundred fifty dollars; upon
conviction of a third or subsequent violation, all of which were conmt-
ted within a period of eighteen nmonths, such violation shall be punished
by a fine of not less than fifty dollars nor nore than four hundred
fifty dollars; provided, however, that if a child who is fifteen years
of age or less is in the notor vehicle at the tinme of the violation of
this section, such violation shall be a m sdeneanor and shall be puni sh-
able by a fine of not Iess than one hundred fifty dollars nor nore than
five hundred dollars, inprisonment for not nbore than ninety days, or
both such fine and inprisonnent.
