AN ACT to anend the real property law, in relation to clarifying infor-
mation collected on a real property transfer form

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. Subparagraphs 7 and 8 of paragraph ii of subdivision 1-e of
section 333 of the real property law, as anended by section 1 of part B
of chapter 57 of the laws of 2004, are anmended and two new subparagraphs
9 and 10 are added to read as foll ows:

(7) in the event the parcel conveyed by such deed is a portion of the
parcel owned by the transferor or transferors, a statenment indicating
whet her the city, town or village in which such property is situated has
a planning board or other entity enpowered to approve subdivisions;

(8) in the event such planning board or other entity is enpowered to
approve subdivisions, a statenent indicating whether the parcel conveyed
by such deed is (a) not subject to such subdivision approval or (b) such
subdi vi si on has been approved by the respective city, town or village
pl anni ng board or other entity enpowered to approve subdivisions[-] ;.

(9) in the event that the purchaser is (a) an individual, a limted
liability conpany, society, association, joint stock conpany, corpo-
ration, estate, receiver, trustee, assignee, referee, or any other
person acting in a fiduciary capacity, and (b) the property being
purchased is located in this state, the name and place of business of
the conpany, society, association, joint stock conpany, corporation
estate, receiver, trustee, assignee, referee, or any other person acting
in a fiduciary capacity, the nane of a responsible party who has an
interest in the conpany, society, association, joint stock conpany,
corporation, estate, receiver, trustee, assignee, referee, or any other
person acting in a fiduciary capacity, and a phone nunber where such

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responsible party may be contacted. Any person supplying such inforna-
tion nust use his or her |legal nane. Such information nust be either
tvyped or clearly printed. In the event a person erroneously typed or did
not clearly print his or her legal nane, the county clerk may charge a
conveni ence fee of twenty dollars to anend the transfer report; and

(10) a sworn affidavit, subscribed to by the purchaser, stating that
the information provided pursuant to this paragraph is true to the best
know edge of the affiant.
