AN ACT to anend the labor law, in relation to expanding the definition
of agricultural Ilabor to include working at a farmers market and in
relati on to unenpl oynment insurance coverage requirenents for enployers
of agricultural workers

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subparagraph 3 of paragraph (a) of subdivision 6 of
section 511 of the | abor |law, as anended by chapter 196 of the |aws of
1966 and as renunbered by chapter 607 of the laws of 1971, is anmended
and a new subparagraph 4 is added to read as foll ows:

(3) in handling, planting, drying, packing, packaging, processing,
freezing, grading, storing, or delivering to storage or to market or to
a carrier for transportation to market, any agricultural or horticultur-
al commodity; but only if such service is perforned in the enmploy of an
operator of a farm (i) as an incident to farm ng operations or, (ii) in
the case of fruits and vegetables, as an incident to the preparation of
such fruits or vegetables for market. The provisions of this paragraph
shall not apply to service performed in connection wth comrercia
canning or conmercial freezing or in connection with any agricultural or
horticultural comodity after its delivery to a termnal market for
distribution for consunption[-] .

(4) at a farnmers nmarket, in the enploy of any person who raises or
harvests any agricultural or horticultural comvbdity for the purpose of
selling such commobdities at a farmers market.
