AN ACT to anend the nmental hygiene law and the racing, pari-nmutuel
wagering and breeding law, in relation to ganbling and the creation of
a sel f-exclusion request for renoval form

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 19.09 of the nental hygiene law is anended by
addi ng two new subdivisions (k) and (1) to read as foll ows:

(k) The comm ssioner shall identify or devel op educational naterials
regardi ng conpul sive ganbling for the purpose of infornmng individuals
about the dangers of problemganbling as well as treatnment opportunities
that may be available to them Such educational nmaterials shall be
provided to individuals when they voluntarily place thenselves on a
self-exclusion list of an association or corporation |licensed or enfran-
chised by the New York state ganmi ng comm sSion pursuant to section one
hundred el even of the racing, pari-nmutuel wagering and breeding |aw.
Such materials shall also be nade available on the website of the
office. To the extent that a ganming facility |licensed pursuant to arti-
cle thirteen of the racing, pari-nutuel wagering and breeding | aw has
already created materials pursuant to section thirteen hundred sixty-two
of the racing, pari-nutuel wagering and breeding |law that effectuate the
intent of this subdivision, such educational nmaterials nmay be utilized
by the ganing facility instead of ones identified or devel oped by the
conmi Sssi oner

(1) The commissioner, in consultation with the New York state gam ng

comm ssion shall create a Self - Exclusion Request for Renpval formto
be completed by all individuals that have placed thenselves on a self-
exclusion list pursuant to section one hundred el even of the racinag,

breeding law._ Individuals shall be required to acknow edge on the form
that they understand the dangers of problemganbling, and that they are
aware of treatnent opportunities that nmay be nade available to them
Once the formhas been submtted, the individual shall be renpved from
the self-exclusion list pursuant to section one hundred el even of the
racing, pari-nmutuel wagering and breeding law within seven days. This
form shall be made avail able on the websites of both the office and the
New York state gam ng conmi Ssion

8§ 2. Section 104 of the racing, pari-nutuel wagering and breeding |[|aw
i s anended by adding a new subdivision 24 to read as foll ows:

24. To conpile and maintain a master list of all self-excluded
persons, utilizing the lists submtted pursuant to subparagraph (ii) of
paragraph (a) of subdivision two of section one hundred eleven of this
article. Such master list shall be updated and redistributed to all the
associations or corporations licensed or enfranchised pursuant to this
article on a quarterly basis.

8 3. Paragraphs (a) and (c) of subdivision 2 of section 111 of the
racing, pari-mutuel wagering and breeding | aw, as added by section 1 of
part A of chapter 60 of the laws of 2012, are anended to read as
foll ows:

(a) The comm ssion shall promulgate rules and regul ati ons pursuant to
whi ch people may voluntarily exclude thenselves fromentering the prem
ises of an association or corporation |licensed or enfranchised by the
comm ssion pursuant to this chapter. In promulgating such rules and
reqgulations the conm ssion shall ensure, to the extent practicable, that
there is consistency in the process followed under each division in
which an individual may voluntarily exclude thenselves. Such rules and
regul ations shall provide that:

(i) an association or corporation |licensed or enfranchi sed pursuant to
this chapter post information explaining how an individual may add his
or her nane to the list of self-excluded persons. Such information shal
be posted at a reasonable distance from each entrance, exit and ATM
nmachine in the facility;

(ii) an association or corporation licensed or enfranchi sed pursuant
to this chapter nmaintain an updated list of all persons who have
requested exclusion pursuant to this section and shall submit such [ist
to the conm ssion at the beginning of every nonth;

(iii) any such person wishing to place thenselves on the self-exclu-

sion list shall sign and submt the foll owing acknow edanent as part of
their request to be self-excluded: "I certify that the information which
| have provided above is true and accurate. | amaware that ny signature

bel ow aut horizes an agent of the association or corporation licensed or
enfranchised by the commi ssion pursuant to this chapter to authorize ny
exclusion fromthe facility. | authorize the agent to send a copy of ny
request to the Gaming Commission., which will be circulated to all the
associations or corporations |licensed or enfranchised by the conmni ssion
pursuant to this chapter. | amalso aware that as part of ny request to
be renoved fromthe self-exclusion list, | nmust conplete the Self-Exclu-
sion Request for Renpval form";

(iv) an association or corporation licensed or enfranchised pursuant
to this <chapter shall not offer coupons, market its services, or send
advertisenents to or otherwise solicit the patronage of. a self-excluded

person; and
(v) no enployee or agent of an association or corporation |licensed or

enfranchised pursuant to this chapter shall divulge any name of a self-
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excl uded person, other than to authorized surveillance, security or
ot her personnel whose duties and functions require access to such infor-
mation, the division, the comrission or their duly authorized represen-
tatives.

(c) No voluntary order or request to exclude persons fromentering the
premi ses of any such association, corporation, or facility may be
resci nded, canceled, or declared null and void until seven days after a
[ ~eguest] Sel f-Exclusion Request for Renpval form created by the office
of alcoholism and substance abuse services pursuant to subdivision (1)
of section 19.09 of the nmental hygiene [aw. has been received by such
associ ation, corporation, or facility either in paper or electronic
format to cancel such order or request.
