Section 1. Section 13.15 of the parks, recreation and historic preser-
vation law is anmended by adding a new subdivision 3-a to read as
foll ows:

3-a. Notwithstanding any other provision of law to the contrary,
senior citizens shall be entitled to use any park, recreational facility
or historic site under the jurisdiction of the office upon the sane
terms and conditions as apply to the general public, but wthout the
paynent of any fee or other charge for such use. For purposes of this
subdivision the term"senior citizens" shall nmean persons sixty-five
years of age or ol der
