AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to establishing a conmon
articulation policy at the state of New York and city of New York
university systenms for granting college credit bearing coursework
based upon successful performance on standardi zed exans conpleted by
hi gh school students

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 355 of the education |law is amended by adding a new
subdi vision 2-b to read as foll ows:

2-b. The state university trustees shall establish a consistent and
evi dence-based policy for accepting and granting conparable college
credit for denonstrating college |level performance by earning passing
scores on standardi zed exans in high school. The policy shall be adopted
and inplemented for students enrolling in any state university canpus,
effective for the two thousand ei ghteen--two thousand nineteen acadenic
year and thereafter.

a. The policy shall be devel oped based on the findings of a study and
shall include: (i) in consultation wth the systems institutions,
student advisory groups and other interested parties, a review by the
state university trustees of findings and acadenic performnce data for
students successfully passing one or nore Advanced Pl acenent Exans pri or
to enrolling in a state university or college; and (ii) neasures of
acadeni ¢ perfornmance, retention rates, and graduation rates of students
who conplete a lower-division course at the state university's insti-
tutions of higher education conpared to students who receive credit for
a conparable coll ege course, disaggregated by score, based upon Advanced
Pl acenent, College Level Exanination Program (CLEP) International Bacca-
| aureate (IB) Exaninations.

§ 2. Section 6206 of the education |law is amended by adding a new
subdi vision 20 to read as foll ows:

20. The board of trustees shall establish a consistent and evidence
based policy for accepting and granting college credit for successful
performance on college level standardi zed exans taken by students while
in high school. The policy shall be adopted and inplenented for students
enrolling in any city university canpus effective for the two thousand
ei ght een--two t housand ni net een acadeni c year and thereafter.

a. The policy shall be devel oped based on the findings of a study and
shall include: (i) in consultation wth the systems institutions,
student advi sory groups and other interested parties, a review by the
board of trustees of findings and academ c performance data for students
successfully passing one or nore Advanced Pl acenent., Coll ege Level Exam
ination Program (CLEP), and International Baccal aureate (1B) Exans prior
to enrolling in a state university college; and (ii) nmeasures of academ
ic performance, retention rates, and graduation rates of students who
conplete a lower-division course at the city university's institutions
of higher education conpared to students who receive credit for a conpa-
rable college course, disaggregated by score, based upon Advanced Pl ace-
nent Exam nati ons.

b. Each institution in the city university systemshall submt to the
board of trustees the data requested for the purpose of conpleting this
study in a tinely nmanner.

c. Not later than January first, two thousand ei ghteen, the board of
trustees shall establish a consistent policy, based on the findings of
the study required by this subdivision, for granting college credit
established by evidence of passing scores on standardized college |evel
exans conpleted in high school

§ 3. This act shall take effect inmediately.
