Section 1. Section 63 of the al coholic beverage control |aw is anended
by adding a new subdivision 2-a to read as foll ows:

2-a. Notwithstanding any other provision of this chapter, in the city
of New York, upon receipt of an application for a license under this
section or an application for renewal under section one hundred nine of
this chapter, the applicant shall notify the community board established
pursuant to section twenty-eight hundred of the New York city charter
with jurisdiction over the area in which such licensed premses is to be

located, by certified mail, return receipt requested, wherein the
prospective licensed prenises is to be located or, in the case of an
application for renewal, where it is presently located, not |ess than
thirty days prior to the subm ssion of its application for a |icense

under this section or for a renewal thereof pursuant to section one
hundred nine of this chapter. Such community board nmay express an opin-
ion for or against the granting of such license. Any such opinion shal
be deened part of the record upon which the liquor board nakes its
deternmination to grant or deny such |icense
