Section 1. Resolved (if the Senate concur), That section 2 of article
3 of the constitution be amended to read as foll ows:

8 2. The senate shall consist of fifty nmenbers, except as hereinafter
provi ded. The senators elected in the year [enre—+thousanrd—eight—Hhundred
ahd—ninety—five] two thousand eighteen shall hold their offices for
[th+ee] two years, and their successors shall be chosen for [twe] four
years provided, however, no senator shall serve for nore than twelve
vears. The assenbly shall consist of one hundred and fifty nmenbers. The
assenbly menbers elected in the year [ene—thousand—nine—hunhdred—and
thirty-—ei-ght—and—their—successors] two thousand ei ghteen, shall [be
chosen—for] hold their offices for two years, and their successors shal
be chosen for four years provided, however, no assenbly nenber shal
serve for nore than twelve years. No person shall have nore than
sixteen years of service, in the aggregate, as a state |legislator

8 2. Resolved (if the Senate concur), That the foregoing anmendrment be
referred to the first regular |egislative session convening after the
next succeedi ng general election of nmenbers of the assenbly, and, in
conformity wth section 1 of article 19 of the constitution, be
publ i shed for 3 nonths previous to the tine of such el ection.
