The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 1111 of the private housing
finance law, as added by chapter 67 of the laws of 1985, is anended to
read as foll ows:

1. "Hone" shall nean a one to four famly dwelling which has at | east
one owner occupant [e+], an owner occupied unit in a cooperative or a
condom niumor a one to four famly dwelling which has at |east one
owner __occupant and contains an area which may be utilized for a commer-
cial retailing business provided that the portion of the paynment, grant
or loan financed by the corporation for such commercial facility shal
not exceed twenty-five percent of the total paynent, grant or |oan.

§ 2. Subdivision 6 of section 1111 of the private housing finance
law, as anended by chapter 898 of the |aws of 1986, is anended to read
as follows:

6. "Rehabilitation” or "home inmprovenent” shall nean all work neces-
sary to bring a structure into conpliance with all applicable | aws and
regul ations including but not Iinited to the installation, replacenent
or repair of heating, plunbing, electrical and related systens and the
elimnpation of all hazardous and i nmedi ately hazardous violations in the
structure in accordance with state and local |aws and regulations of
state and local agencies. Rehabilitation or hone inprovenent may al so
i ncl ude reconstruction or work to inprove the habitability or prolong
the useful life of residential property or nixed residential and conmmer-
cial property.
