AN ACT to anend the public health | aw and the education law, in relation
to transparency in retail prices of prescription drugs

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The public health |law is amended by addi ng a new section
278-a to read as follows:

8 278-a. Prescription drug price transparency. 1. As used in this
section, "retail price" shall nean the price at which a particular drug
is sold notwithstanding the cost an individual would pay after pharna-
ceutical insurance pricing is calcul ated.

2. Every reci pi ent of a pharmaceutical product pursuant to
prescription via mnmail order or other conventional neans shall be
provided with the retail price of his or her prescriptionin witing or
transmitted such in an electronic format, including, but not limted to
SMS or e-mail prior to being charged for such prescription.

3. A pharnacy that receives an electronic prescription shall, at the
tinme the prescription is dispensed, provide the retail price of the
prescription in witing or transmit such in an electronic format,
including, but not linted to SM5 or e-mail directly to the patient or
the person making the request on behalf of the patient.

4. The price transparency required pursuant to this section shal
apply to all new prescriptions witten after the effective date of this
section; provided, however, that any individual who requests retai
price information about a prescription originally witten before the
enactnment of this section shall be provided with such information in
witten or electronic formas described in subdivision two of this
section.

A pharmacy shall, at the tinme a prescription is dispensed,
provide the retail price of the prescription in witing or transmit such
in an electronic format, including, but not linmted to SMS or e-nmi
directly to the patient or the person nmaking the request on behal f of
the patient in accordance with section two hundred seventy-eight-a of
the public health |aw

have becone |aw, provided, however, that effective imediately, the
addition, anmendnment and/or repeal of any rule or regul ation necessary
for the inplementation of this act on its effective date are authorized
and directed to be made and conpl eted on or before such effective date.
