AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to requiring inmediate
notification by |aw enforcenent of the filing of an accusatory instru-
ment alleging a sex offense by an enpl oyee

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The education law is anmended by addi ng a new section 3021-a
to read fol |l ows:

8 3021-a. Notification of accusatory instrunent alleging a sex
offense. 1. For purposes of this section:

(a) The term "enpl oyee" neans any person receiving conpensation froma
school district, charter school, board of cooperation educationa
services, private elenentary or secondary school, special education
schools, or enployee of a contracted service provider or worker placed
within the school under a public assistance enploynent program pursuant
totitle nine-B of article five of the social services law, and consi st-
ent with the provisions of such title for the provision of services to
such district or school, its students or enployees, directly or through
contract, whereby such services perforned by such person involved direct
student contact.

(b) The term "sex offense" neans an offense for which registration as
a sex offender is required pursuant to article six-C of the correction
| aw,

3. Nothing in this section shall be deened to dimnish the rights,
privileges, or renedies of any enployee contained within section three
thousand twenty-a of this article, or under any collective bargaining

agreenent or enpl oynent contract.
