The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 2 of section 87 of the public officers law is
anmended by addi ng a new paragraph (p) to read as foll ows:

(p) is infornmation related to the issuance, pursuant to article four
hundred of the penal law, of any license to carry or possess firearns
when such license is issued to a police officer, as defined in subdivi-
sion thirty-four of section 1.20 of the crinmnal procedure law, a peace
officer, as defined in article tw of the crimnal procedure law, a
correction officer enployed by the departnent of corrections and comu-
nity supervision or a county or city operating a local correctiona
facility, or any person retired fromactive service as a police officer,
peace officer or correction officer; provided, however, that no
provision of this paragraph shall be deened to prohibit the disclosure
of such information to a law enforcenent agency for the purpose of
conducting an investigation or prosecution.
