AN ACT to amend the al coholic beverage control law, in relation to the
regi stration of kegs

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The alcoholic beverage control law is anmended by adding a
new section 105-c to read as foll ows:

8 105-c. Reqgistration of bulk retail sales of beer for off-premses
consunpti on. 1. Definition. As used in this section, the term"keg"
shall nean a vessel containing four or nore gallons of beer

2. No person licensed to sell beer at retail for off-prenises consunp-
tion pursuant to this chapter shall sell such beer by the Kkeg unless
such keg shall have an identification |abel or tag attached thereto. An
identification label or tag shall consist of paper wthin a clear
protective coating, plastic, netal or another durable material that is
not easily damaged or destroyed. ldentification |abels used nmay contain
a nonpermanent adhesive naterial in order to apply the label directly to
an outside surface of a keg at the tine of sale. ldentification tags
shall be attached to the keg at the tine of sale with nylon ties or
cording, wire ties or other netal attachnent devices, or another durable
neans of tying or attaching the tag to the Kkeq. Such identification
label or tag shall be designed so that when affixed to a keg, such
|l abels or tags will not mar or otherwise physically damage the Kkeq.
Such identification |abel or tag shall include the nane and address of
the retail licensee, the nane of the purchaser, and an individual iden-
tification nunber assigned by the retailer that uniquely identifies such
keg. The identification label or tag shall be kept on file with the
licensee for not less than ninety days fromthe date of return

3. Prior to the retail sale of beer in bulk by the keg for off-prem s-
es consunption, the retail licensee shall cause the purchaser thereof to
sign a statenent pronmulgated by the authority attesting under the penal -
ty of perjury the accuracy of the purchaser's nane as shown on the iden-
tification label or tag, and that the purchaser will not all ow consunp-
tion of any of the beer in the keg in violation of the provisions of
sections sixty-five-a, sixty-five-b and sixty-five-c of this chapter,
and section 260.20 of the penal law. The licensee shall also record:

(a) the nanme and address of the purchaser;

(b) the identification card nunber from the purchaser's acceptable
docunentation of age as provided in paragraph (b) of subdivision tw of
section sixty-five-b of this chapter

(c) the anpbunt of the container deposit and the registration deposit;

(d) the date and tinme of the purchase; and

(e) the keg identification nunber required under subdivision two of
this section.

4. Al such records and statenents shall be maintained by the |icensee
for a period of ninety days fromthe date of return. Such record and
statenents shall remain open to inspection by authorized agents of the
authority and law enforcenent officers during the licensee's nornal
busi ness hours.

5. Upon the retail sale of beer by the keg for off-prem ses consunp-
tion, the retail licensee shall <collect a fifty dollar registration
deposit on each keg of beer purchased. The registration deposit shall be
collected in addition to the purchase price of the beer, taxes thereon
and any other deposit collected by the licensee. Upon the return of a
keg to such licensee with the identification label or tag intact, the
registration deposit shall be returned to the purchaser and the retai
licensee shall renopve such label or tag fromeach such keg. The redgis-
tration deposit on each keg returned without the identification |abel or
tag required by this section shall be forfeited. The registration
deposit upon any keg not returned to the retail licensee wthin thirty
days of the date of purchase shall be forfeited

6. In addition to the deposit collected pursuant to subdivision five
of this section, the retail licensee shall collect a twenty-five dollar
deposit on each tap provided to a custoner. The deposit shall be
collected in addition to the purchase price of the beer, taxes thereon
and any other deposit collected by the |icensee. Upon the return of such
tap, the deposit provided pursuant to this subdivision shall be inme-
diately returned to the custoner. The deposit for any tap not returned
within thirty days fromthe date of purchase shall be forfeited

7. No person other than the licensee, a |licensed wholesaler, a peace
officer, or an agent of the authority may intentionally renove an iden-
tification label or tag placed on a keg. The possession of a beer keg
without an identification label or tag or with a damaged | abel or tag in
violation of this section, or the renpval or danmage of an identification
label or tag in violation of this section shall be subject to a fine of
no less than two hundred fifty dollars nor nore than four hundred fifty
doll ars.

8. The authority is authorized to promulgate any rules and regul ations
necessary to inplenent the provisions of this section. The authority
shall nmake readily available to |licensees any keg identification | abels
or tags required by subdivision one of this section for the cost of
manuf acturing such tags or |abels.
