AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to tuition assistance
program awar ds

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Paragraph a of subdivision 3 of section 667 of the educa-
tion |l aw, as anmended by section 1 of part B of chapter 60 of the |aws of
2000, item 1 of clause (A) of subparagraph (i) as anended by section 1
of part H of chapter 58 of the |aws of 2011, the opening paragraph of
item1 of clause (A) of subparagraph (i) as anmended by section 2 of part
X of chapter 56 of the laws of 2014, subitem (a) of item 1l of clause (A
of subparagraph (i) as amended by section 2 of part U of chapter 56 of
the | aws of 2014, subitem (b) of item 1 of clause (A) of subparagraph
(i) as anended by section 3 of part U of chapter 56 of the |laws of 2014,
subitem (c) of item1 of clause (A) of subparagraph (i) as anmended by
section 1 of part U of chapter 56 of the [aws of 2014, subitem (d) of
item1 of clause (A) of subparagraph (i) as added by section 1 of part E
of chapter 58 of the laws of 2011, item 2 of clause (A) of subparagraph
(i) as anended by section 2 of part H of chapter 58 of the laws of 2011
and subparagraph (iii) as anmended by section 3 of part H of chapter 58
of the laws of 2011, is anended to read as foll ows:

a. Amount. The president shall nake awards to students enrolled in
degree-granting institutions or registered not-for-profit business
school s qualified for tax exenption under 8 501(c)(3) of +the interna
revenue code for federal incone tax purposes in the follow ng amounts:

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(i) For each year of undergraduate study, assistance shall be provi ded
as conputed on the basis of the anmount which is the |esser of the

fol | owi ng:
(A (1) In the case of students who have not been granted an excl usion
of parental income, who have qualified as an orphan, foster child, or

ward of the court for the purposes of federal student financial aid
prograns authorized by Title IV of the Hi gher Education Act of 1965, as
anended, or had a dependent for incone tax purposes during the tax vyear
next preceding the academ c year for which application is nade, except
for those students who have been granted exclusion of parental incone
who have a spouse but no other dependent:

(a) For students first receiving aid after nineteen hundred ninety-
t hree- - ni neteen hundred ni nety-four and before two thousand--two thou-
sand one, four thousand two hundred ninety dollars; or

(b) For students first receiving aid in nineteen hundred ninety-three-
-nineteen hundred ninety-four or earlier, three thousand seven hundred
forty dollars; or

(c) For students first receiving aid in two thousand--two thousand one
and thereafter, five thousand dollars, except starting in two thousand
fourteen-two thousand fifteen and thereafter such students shall receive
five thousand one hundred sixty-five dollars; or

(d) For students first receiving aid in two thousand nineteen--two
thousand twenty and thereafter, six thousand four hundred seventy
dollars; or

(e) For undergraduate students enrolled in a programof study at a
non- public degree-granting institution that does not offer a program of
study that leads to a baccal aureate degree, or at a registered not-for-
profit business school qualified for tax exenption under section
501(c)(3) of the internal revenue code for federal incone tax purposes
that does not offer a programof study that leads to a baccal aureate
degree, four thousand dollars. Provided, however, that this subitem
shall not apply to students enrolled in a programof study leading to a
certificate or degree in nursing.

(2) For the two thousand one--two thousand two academ c year and ther-
eafter one hundred percent of the anmount of tuition (exclusive of educa-
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tional fees) charged and, if applicable, the college fee levied by the
state wuniversity of New York pursuant to the April first, nineteen
hundred sixty-four financing agreenent with the New York state dormtory
aut hority.

(ii) Except for students as noted in subparagraph (iii) of this para-
graph, the base anpbunt as determ ned from subparagraph (i) of this para-
graph, shall be reduced in relation to income as foll ows:

(iv) If the anpbunt of reduction is not a whole dollar, it shall be
reduced to the next |owest whole dollar. In the case of any student who
has received four or nore paynents pursuant to any and all awards
provided for in this subdivision, for the two thousand--two thousand one
academ ¢ year the base anpbunt shall be reduced by an additional one
hundred fifty dollars for the two thousand one--two thousand two academ
ic year and thereafter the base anpbunt shall be reduced by an additiona
one hundred dol | ars.

(v) The award shall be the net anpbunt of the base anmpbunt determ ned
pursuant to subparagraph (i) of this paragraph reduced pursuant to
subparagraph (ii) or (iii) of this paragraph but the award shall not be
reduced for the two thousand--two thousand one and two thousand one--two
t housand two academnic years bel ow two hundred seventy-five dollars if
the armount of incone is eighty thousand dollars or |ess and nore than
seventy thousand dollars, three hundred twenty-five dollars if the
anmount of inconme is seventy thousand dollars or less and nore than sixty
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thousand dollars and four hundred twenty-five dollars if the anpunt of
incone is sixty thousand dollars or |ess.

(vi) For the two thousand two--two thousand three academ c year and
thereafter, the award shall be the net anmount of the base amount deter-
m ned pursuant to subparagraph (i) of this paragraph reduced pursuant to
subparagraph (ii) or (iii) of this paragraph but the award shall not be
reduced bel ow five hundred doll ars.

8 2. This act shall take effect April 1, 2019, provided that the addi-
tion, anmendnment and/or repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for
the inplenentation of this act on its effective date are authorized and
directed to be nade and conpleted by the president of the higher educa-
tion services corporation on or before such effective date.
