Section 1. Section 375 of the vehicle and traffic law is anmended by
addi ng a new subdi vision 10-f to read as foll ows:

10-f. Every truck, tractor, and tractor-trailer or semtrailer conbi-
nation registered in this state having a gross vehicle weight rating of
twenty-si x thousand pounds or nore, and a conventional cab configuration
in which nore than half of the engine length is forward of the forenost
point of the w ndshield base and the steering wheel hub is in the
forward quarter of the vehicle | ength, whenever operated within a city
having a population of one mllion or nore on hi ghways other than cont-
roll ed-access hi ghways, shall be equipped with side under-ride guards
affixed to the sides of such vehicles in a manner consistent with rules
and requlations that shall be pronulgated by the commissioner, in
consultation with the conmmi ssioner of transportation.
