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AN ACT directing the president of the civil service conm ssion to study
and publish a report on nurse practitioners

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. It is the policy of this state to pursue equitable conpen-
sation for sinmlar titles/duties within the state workforce and provide
for opportunities for career advancenent. Conpensation should be based
not only on educational requirenments, but also on the actual duties,
experience and advanced educational certification. The job title of
nurse practitioner is overdue for a thorough review by the civil service
conmi ssi on.

§ 2. The president of the state civil service conmmssion is hereby
directed to study and publish a report on the job title of nurse practi-
tioner. The study and report shall include, but not be linmted to:

(a) the current job description of nurse practitioner and any changes
that should be nmade to nore accurately reflect the actual duties;

(b) determination if the current grade 24 adequately reflects the
actual conplexity of responsibilities and duties;

(c) the identification of a career |ladder to be utilized in line with
ot her professionals such as registered nurses, social workers, rehabili-
tation counsel ors, dentists and doctors; and

(d) recognition of board certification as part of the career |adder.

8 3. The president of the civil service conmm ssion shall determine if
there is a need to nake changes to the nurse practitioner title based on
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the information in the report. The president of the civil service
comm ssion shall subnit the above described published report to the
speaker of the assenbly, the mnority |eader of the assenbly, the tenpo-
rary president of the senate, the mnority | eader of the senate and the
governor's office of enployee relations by July 1, 2018.

8 4. This act shall take effect imediately.
