AN ACT to anend the state finance | aw and the executive law, in relation
to establishing the New York state justice reinvestnent fund and the
New York state justice reinvestnent program and making an appropri-
ation therefor

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The state finance law is anmended by adding a new section
99-gg to read as foll ows:

8 99-gg. New York state justice reinvestnent fund. 1. There is hereby
established in the joint custody of the state conptroller and the
commi ssioner of the division of crinmnal justice services an account to
be known as the New York state justice reinvestnent fund.

2. Such fund shall consist of all npneys appropriated for the purpose
of such fund, all other noneys credited or transferred to such fund
pursuant to law, all npneys required by the provisions of this section
or any other law to be paid into or credited to such fund, and al
noneys received by the fund or donated to it.

3. Moneys of such fund shall be available for appropriation and allo-
cation to the division of crimnal justice services for purposes of
distributing such noneys to qualified entities of the New York state
justice reinvestnent program pursuant to section eight hundred forty-
four-c of the executive | aw

4. Moneys shall be paid out on the audit and warrant of the conp-
troller on vouchers certified or approved by the conmm ssioner of crim-
nal justice services.

§ 2. The executive law is anmended by adding a new section 844-c to
read as foll ows:

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8 844-c. New York state justice reinvestnent program 1. Creation and
pur poses. The conmissioner shall establish within the division a New
York state justice reinvestnment program The purpose of the program is
to have state and local crimnal justice agencies, and as part of a
larger effort including courts, district attorneys and crimnal defense
offices, to work in partnership with not-for-profit organizations and
faith-based organizations in the comunity on issues such as inmate
re-entry into the community, incarceration alternatives, famly support
prograns for offenders and ex-offenders, as well as other issues related
to inproving the role of the crinminal justice systemin our communities.

2. Qualified entity. (a) A qualified entity shall be either a not-for-
profit organization or faith-based organi zation providing one or nore of
the follow ng services:

(i) re-entry support for inmates returning to the community. includ-
ing, but not limted to job devel opnent and housi ng assi stance;

(ii) incarceration alternatives, including, but not linted to comu-
nity service programs, conmunity youth court, alternative high schools,
service-enriched supportive housing and community based drug treatnent
progr ans;

(iii) famly support, i ncl udi ng, but not limted to
fat herhood/ parenting prograns, for offenders and ex-offenders; and

(iv) community based collaborative prograns wth crimnal justice
agenci es.

(b) A qualified entity shall be located in conmmunities which have a
hi gher than nornmal concentration of offenders and ex-offenders, as
deterni ned by the conmi ssi oner.

(c) A qualified entity's services shall have a prinmary enphasis on
conmmunities which have a higher than normal concentration of offenders
and ex-offenders, as determined by the commi ssioner.

(d) A qualified entity shall subnit a strategic plan to the comm s-
sioner detailing howthe applicant's programw |l reduce crine and reci-
divismin conmunities with a higher than nornal concentration of offen-
ders and ex-offenders, as determined by the comm ssioner.

3. Application. Any qualified entity seeking funds fromthe division
shall file an application, as deternmi ned by the comm ssioner. Al funds
aut horized pursuant to this subdivision shall be paid fromthe New York
state justice reinvestnent fund in accordance with section ninety-nine-
gg of the state finance | aw

4., Responsibilities of the conmm ssioner. (a) The conmm ssioner shal
pronul gate rules and regulations for the application of grant noney from
the New York state justice reinvestnent fund.

(b) The comm ssioner shall designate qualified entities based on the
application criteria established by this section and additional criteria
as determ ned by the conm ssioner.

8§ 3. The sumof ten mllion dollars ($10, 000,000), or so nuch thereof
as may be necessary, is hereby appropriated to the New York state
justice reinvestnment fund fromthe general fund, for adm nistration of
grants to qualified entities selected by the division of crimnal
justice services.

8 4. This act shall take effect inmediately.
