The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The crimnal procedure law is anended by adding a new
section 240.15 to read as foll ows:
8 240.15 Discovery; open file, limted to prosecutions of alcohol and

drug related offenses under the vehicle and traffic |aw

Wthin thirty days of the comencenent of a criminal action charging a
defendant with an offense or offenses the nost serious being an offense
under article thirty-one of the vehicle and traffic law, all material or
witten reports or docunents in the possession of either the defendant
or the prosecutor, not privileged or otherwi se protected by rule, stat-
ute or other law, shall be exchanged between the defendant and the
prosecutor w thout denmand therefore. Such material or witten reports or
docunents received after the expiration of the thirty day period shal
be exchanged within five days of receipt. Such nmaterial or witten
reports or docunents shall include, but are not linted to, any witten
report or testinony of a police officer, statenents of a defendant,
statenents, nanes and addresses of witnesses, any physical exam nation,
scientific tests or experinents, results of |aboratory reports or test-
ing reports or any portion thereof.

§ 2. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shal
have becone a | aw and shall apply to crimnal actions commenced on or
after such date.
