AN ACT to anmend the public health law, in relation to establishing the
i ndependent seni or housing resident freedom of choice act

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Short title. This act shall be known and may be referred to
as the "independent senior housing resident freedom of choice act".

§ 2. Paragraph (j) of subdivision 1 of section 4651 of the public
health | aw, as added by chapter 2 of the laws of 2004, is anmended to
read as foll ows:

(j) independent senior housing, shelters or residences for adults. For
purposes of this article and for purposes of determining certification
pursuant to article seven of the social services law, the departnent
shall by regulation, define independent senior housing, provided such
definition shall be based on whether the operator does not provide,
arrange for, or coordinate personal care services or home care services
on behal f of residents; and the [faeiliityr] operator does not provide
case nmanagenent services in a congregate care setting for residents.
Nothing in this chapter shall preclude [a—+esident—of]: (i) any inde-
pendent senior housing resident or any number of such residents from
personally and directly obtaining [ p——vate] personal care or hone care
services from[a] any |licensed [e+—ecertified] hone care services agency,
certified honme health agency, long term hone health care program
progranms of all-inclusive care for the elderly or other rmanaged 1ong
term care program

(iii) any independent senior housing resident or any nunber of such
residents frompersonally and directly choosing and obtaining services
from an appropriately |licensed or approved agency or program offering
personal care, hone care or case managenent services, or from obtaining,
personally and directly, technologies that assist in maintaining inde-
pendence; or

(iv) an independent senior housing operator fromoffering room board,
laundry, housekeeping, information and referral, security, transporta-
tion or concierge-like services; assisting tenants with housing issues;
providing information to tenants about services and activities available
in the community; assisting tenants wishing to do so in contacting such
services and activities; and contacting appropriate responders in an
energency or other situation involving any tenants that appears to

warrant imrediate attention, assistance or intervention. No i ndependent
seni or housing operator or staff of the independent senior housing

facility shall take actionto linmt the options presented to residents
for a hone care services agency, certified hone health agency, long term
hone health care program programof all-inclusive care for the elderly,

or other nmanaged long term care program except where the resident has
provided criteriato linmt the options presented. No independent senior
housi ng operator or any staff of the independent senior housing facility
shall induce any resident to utilize a honme care services agency, certi-
fied hone health agency, long termhone health care program program of
all-inclusive care for the elderly., or other managed long termcare
program where there is any specific benefit that accrues to the inde-
pendent senior housing operator, staff of the independent senior housing
facility, or their famlies for directing residents to any specific
provi der of services.
§ 3. This act shall take effect inmediately.
