AN ACT to anend the election law, in relation to requiring canpaign
finance information of certain candi dates or conmttees to be filed on
an electronic reporting system

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivisions 4 and 5 of section 14-102 of the election |aw,
subdi vi sion 4 as amended and subdivision 5 as added by chapter 406 of
the laws of 2005, are anended to read as follows:

ing system prescribed by the state board of elections as set forth in
subdi vi si on ni ne-A of section 3-102 of this chapter. Notw thstanding the
provisions of this subdivision, upon the filing of a sworn statenent by
the treasurer of a political conmttee which states that such politica

commttee does not have access to the technology necessary to conply
with the electronic filing requirements of subdivision nine-A of section
3-102 of this chapter and that filing by such nmeans would constitute a
substantial hardship for such political comrittee, the state board of
el ections may issue an exenption fromthe electronic filing requirements
of this article.

that filing by such means would constitute a substantial hardship for
such committee, the state board of elections may issue an exenption from
the electronic f|||ng reqU|renents of this artlcle
