AN ACT to anend the agriculture and markets |law and the education |aw,
in relation to authorizing school districts and institutions of higher
education to donate excess food to local voluntary food assistance
pr ogr ans

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 16 of the agriculture and markets law i s anended by
addi ng a new subdivision 5-c to read as foll ows:

5-c. Cooperate with the comnmi ssioner of education, pursuant to subdi-
vision thirty-two of section three hundred five of the education law, to
devel op guidelines for the voluntary inplenentation by school districts
and institutions of higher education, as defined in subdivision eight of
section two of the education law, of prograns which encourage the
donation of excess., unused, edible food fromneals served at such educa-
tional facilities to local voluntary food assistance prograns.

§ 2. Section 305 of the education law is amended by adding a new
subdi vision 32 to read as foll ows:

32. The conmissioner, in consultation and cooperation with the commi s-
sioner of agriculture and markets, shall develop voluntary guidelines to
encourage and facilitate the ability of school districts and insti-
tutions of higher education to donate excess, unused, edible food from
neals served at such educational facilities to local voluntary food
assistance progranms including, but not limted to, conmmunity food
pantries, soup Kkitchens, and other community and not-for-profit organ-
izations that distribute food to the poor and di sadvant aged.

Such guidelines may include, but need not be limted to:
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a. a nethodology to provide information to educational institutions
and local voluntary food assistance prograns of the provisions of such
gui del i nes;

b. a neans by which educational institutions are provided with the
nanes and addresses of all nearby local voluntary food assistance
prograns;

c. a nmeans by which local voluntary food assistance prograns are
provided with the names and addresses of nearby educational institutions
whi ch serve neals upon their prem ses;

d. notification to educational institutions of their ability to elect
to donate excess., unused, edible food to local voluntary food assistance
prograns; and

e. the provision of infornation and technical assistance on the nmanner
of how to best donate excess food in a safe and sanitary manner.

The conmm ssioner shall coordinate the inplenentation of such guide-
lines with the farmto-school programand the New York Harvest For New
York Kids Wek program established pursuant to subdivision five-b of
section sixteen of the agriculture and narkets | aw
