The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision (c) of section 657 of the famly court act, as
added by section 5 of part F of chapter 58 of the laws of 2010, is
anended to read as foll ows:

(c) Notwithstanding any other provision of law to the contrary,
persons possessing a | awful order of guardianship or custody of a child
shall have the right and responsibility to make deci sions, including
i ssui ng any necessary consents, regarding the child s protection, educa-
tion, care and control, health and nmedical needs, and the physical
custody of the person of the child. Provided, however, that nothing in
this subdivision shall be construed to limt the ability of a child to
consent to his or her own nedical care as nmay be ot herw se provi ded by
| aw.

8 2. Subdivision 4 of section 2504 of the public health |aw, as added
by chapter 769 of the laws of 1972 and as renunbered by chapter 976 of
the laws of 1984, is amended to read as foll ows:

4. Medical, dental, health and hospital services may be rendered to
persons of any age w thout the consent of a parent [e+], |egal guardian
or _person possessing a |awful order of custody when, in the physician's
judgnment an energency exists and the person is in inmediate need of
nmedi cal attention and an attenpt to secure consent would result in delay
of treatnent which would increase the risk to the person's life or
heal t h.
