AN ACT to anend the civil service law, in relation to establishing a
retiree parity paynent for certain enpl oyees who served in a position
or positions in the classified service of the state desi gnated manage-
rial or confidenti al

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The civil service law is anmended by adding a new section
137 to read as foll ows:

8§ 137. Managenent/confidential retiree parity paynent. 1. Notwith-
standi ng any provision of law, rule or requlation to the contrary, any
retiree who served in a position or positions in the classified service
of the state designated managerial or confidential pursuant to article
fourteen of this chapter and who retired between April first, two thou-
sand nine and March thirty-first, two thousand fifteen, and had a salary
increase authorized under chapter ten of the laws of two thousand eight
which was wthheld for state fiscal years two thousand nine and/or two
thousand ten shall receive a seventy dollar rebate paynent for every
nmonth of withholding from April first, two thousand nine until such
retiree's date of retirenent or March thirty-first, two thousand
fifteen, whichever is earlier, not to exceed a total of five thousand
dollars. The conptroller shall certify to the division of the budget a
listing of all such retirees deened eligible pursuant to this subdivi-
si on.
