AN ACT to amend the election law, in relation to restricted governnent
partici pant contribution periods

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The election law is anended by adding a new section 14-131
to read as foll ows:

8 14-131. Governnment participant contributions. 1. For the purposes of
this section the following terns shall have the foll owi ng neani ngs:

(a) "Relative of any person" shall nmean any person living in the sane
househol d as the individual and any person who is a direct descendant of
the grandparents of such individual or of the grandparents of such indi-
vidual's spouse or the spouse of such descendants;

(b) "Licensing" shall nean any activity respecting the grant., deni al
renewal ., revocation, enforcenment, suspension, annulnent, wthdrawal,
recall, cancellation or anendnent of a license, pernit or other form of
permi ssion conferring the right or privilege to engage in (i) a profes-
sion, trade, or occupation, or (ii) any business or activity regulated
by a requlatory agency of a city agency that in the absence of such
license, permt or other formof pernission would be prohibited;

(c) "Municipal agency" shall nean: (i) any departnent, board, bureau,
commi ssion, division, office, council, committee or officer of a nunici-
pality, whether permanent or tenporary, or (ii) an industrial devel op-
nent agency or |local public benefit corporation as that termis defined
in section sixty-six of the general construction |aw,

(d) "Business entity" shall nean a business corporation, professional
services corporation, limted liability conpany., partnership, limted
partnership, business trust, association or any other |egal conmrercial
entity organized under the laws of this state or any other state or
foreign jurisdiction, including any subsidiary directly or indirectly
controlled by the business entity, and any political organization,
including but not linmted to any political organization organized under
section five hundred twenty-seven of the internal revenue code, that is

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directly or indirectly controlled by the business entity, and any owner,
officer, director or partner of such business entity, or a relative of
such person;

2. The "restricted participant contribution period" as used in this
section shall

(i) commence, with respect to a specific person, relative of any
person, organization, group of persons, or business entity that submts

a bid, quotation, application, offer, or response to the state or |oca
governnental entity posting or solicitation, at the earliest of the date

of application or bid, or the date of posting on a state or |loca
governnental entity's website, in a newspaper of general circulation or
in the procurenent opportunities newsletter in accordance with article
four-C of the econonic developnent law of witten notice, advertisenent
or solicitation of a request for proposal, invitation for bids, or
solicitations of proposals, or any other nethod provided for by law or
requlation for soliciting a response fromofferors intending to result
in a procurenent contract grant or license with a state or |ocal govern-
nental entity or the date of application. The restricted participant
contribution period does not apply to a person, relative of any individ-
ual ., organization., group of persons or business entity that is respond-
ing to a state governnental entity's request for information or other
informational exchanges occurring prior to such governnmental entity's
posting or solicitation for participation; and

(ii) end with respect to a specific person, relative of any person
organi zation, group of persons, or business entity;

(1) if the person, relative, organization, group of persons, or busi-
ness entity is the recipient of the final contract grant or |icense
award, the restricted vendor contribution period shall end one year
after the final contract grant or license award and approval by the
state or local governnental entity and, where applicable, the state
conptroller; or

(2) if the person, relative, organization, group of persons. or busi-
ness entity is not the recipient of the final contract, license or grant
award, the restricted vendor contribution period shall end with the
final contractor grant award and approval by the state or local govern-
nental entity and, where applicable, the state conptroller, or the
di sapproval of the |license or grant.

3. During the restricted participant contribution period, the contrib-
ution limts set forth in article fourteen of this chapter for any
person, relative of any person, organization, group of persons or busi -
ness entity or any owner, director or officer, or their relative, of
such business entity that submts an application for any grant or
license, or a bid, quotation., offer, response or application to a state
or local entity in response to a solicitation or request for proposa
for procurenent. construction, reconstruction or repair, shall be
reduced to fifteen percent of the contribution limts otherw se permt-
ted pursuant to section 14-114 of this article to any officeholder of
the state or local governnental entity or entities responsible for, or
responsible for choosing, directly or indirectly, the person or persons

responsible for, issuing such posting., solicitation, |license, request
for proposal, evaluating such response, or responsible for approving or
awarding the final procurenent contract, license or grant, or to any

candidate for an office of such governnental entity including to the
aut hori zed political committees of such office holder or candidate.
4 For purposes of this section, the assenbly and senate shall be

considered to be two separate and distinct governnental entities when a
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posting or solicitation for procurenent is issued by only one respective
house.

5. The state or local governnental entity directly responsible for
i ssuing such posting or solicitation for procurenent shall include a
notice of the prohibition established by this section and the state
governnental entity responsible for evaluating responses to such posting
or solicitation shall provide, to any person, organization, group of
persons, or business entity that subnmits a proposal in response to such
posting or solicitation for procurenent, a notice of the prohibition
established by this section and the restricted vendor contribution peri-
od commencenent date.

8§ 2. Section 14-126 of the election law is anended by adding a new
subdivision 7 to read as foll ows:

7. (a) Any person, relative of any person, organization, group of
persons, or business entity as such ternms are used and defined in
section 14-131 of this article, who, under circunstances evincing an
intent to violate such law, nakes a contribution in contravention of
section 14-131 of this article shall be subject to a civil penalty not
to exceed the greater of ten thousand dollars or an anpbunt equal to two
hundred percent of the contribution., to be recoverable in a specia
proceeding or civil action to be brought by the state board of elections
chi ef enforcenent counsel

(b) Any person who, acting as or on behalf of an officeholder, candi-
date, or political committee, accepts a contribution in contravention of
section 14-131 of this article shall be required to refund such contrib-
ution.
