AN ACT to authorize the city of New York to discontinue certain park
lands in the county of New York

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subject to the provisions of this act, but notw thstanding
any provision of lawto the contrary, the city of New York 1is hereby
authorized to discontinue the use as park |and and transfer two parcels
of land described in section three of this act wupon such terns and
conditions as the city shall determne, to the netropolitan transporta-
tion authority, for the construction of protective security fencing
around the colums of the Harlemriver lift bridge, operated by the
Metro-North conmuter railroad conpany, a subsidiary of the netropolitan
transportation authority, that carries commuter trains across the Harl em
river.

8 2. The authorizations provided in section one of this act shall be
effective only upon the condition that the city of New York dedi cates an
anount equal to or greater than the fair narket value of the park |[|ands
being discontinued towards the acquisition of new park | ands and/ or
capital inprovenents to existing park |land and recreational facilities
wi thin the borough of Manhatt an.

8 3. The lands hereby authorized by section one of this act to be
di scontinued as park lands and transferred to the netropolitan transpor-
tation authority are located in the city, county and state of New York
in park land on the east side right of way of Harlemriver drive near
135th street and are bounded and described as foll ows:

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8 4. Should the | ands described in section three of this act cease to
be wused for the purposes described in section one of this act, those
| ands shall revert to the city of New York for park and recreationa
purposes. At the time of such reversion, the nmetropolitan transportation
authority shall renobve the fencing, and the property shall be returned
to its previous state, consistent with park and recreational purposes.

8 5. In the event that the city of New York received any funding
support or assistance from the federal governnent for the purchase
mai nt enance or inprovenment of the park |ands set forth in section three
of this act, the discontinuance and alienation of such park | and author-
i zed by the provisions of this act shall not occur until the city of New
York has conplied with any federal requirements pertaining to the alien-
ation or conversion of such park | ands, including satisfying the secre-
tary of the interior that the alienation or conversion conplies with al
condi tions which the secretary of the interior deens necessary to assure
the substitution of other |ands shall be equivalent in fair market val ue
and useful ness to the | ands being alienated or convert ed.

8 6. This act shall take effect inmediately.
