AN ACT to anend the public health law, in relation to addi ng cannabimn -
netic agents to the schedul e of controlled substances

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Schedule 1 of section 3306 of the public health lawis
anended by adding a new subdivision (g) to read as foll ows:

(g) (1) Cannabimnetic agents. Unless specifically exenpted or unless
listed in another schedule, any nmaterial, conpound, nixture, or prepara-
tion that is not approved by the federal food and drug adninistration
(FDA) which contains any quantity of cannabimnetic agents, or which
contains their salts, isoners, and salts of isonmers whenever the exist-
ence of such salts, isoners, and salts of isoners is possible within the
specific chenical designation

(2) As used in this subdivision, the term "cannabininetic agents"
neans any substance that is a cannabinoid receptor type 1 (CB1 receptor)
agoni st as denonstrated by binding studies and functional assays within
any of the follow ng structural classes:

(i) 2-(3-hydroxycycl ohexyl)phenol with substitution at the 5-position
of the phenolic ring by alkyl or alkenyl, whether or not substituted on
the cyclohexyl ring to any extent.

(ii) 3-(1-naphthoyl)indole or 3-(1-naphthyl nethane)indole by substi-
tution at the nitrogen atomof the indole ring, whether or not further
substituted on the indole ring to any extent, whether or not substituted
on the naphthoyl or naphthyl ring to any extent.

(iii) 3-(1-naphthoyl)pyrrole by substitution at the nitrogen atom of
the pyrrole ring. whether or not further substituted in the pyrrole ring
to any extent, whether or not substituted on the naphthoyl ring to any
extent.

(iv) 1-(1-naphthyl nethyl ene)indene by substitution of the 3-position
of the indene ring, whether or not further substituted in the indene
ring to any extent, whether or not substituted on the naphthyl ring to

any extent.
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(v) 3-phenylacetylindole or 3-benzoylindole by substitution at the
nitrogen atomof the indole ring, whether or not further substituted in
the indole ring to any extent, whether or not substituted on the phenyl
ring to any extent.
