The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The public health aw is anmended by addi ng a new section
3346 to read as foll ows:

8 3346. @uidelines for the prescribing of opioid antagonists. 1. The
conmm ssioner shall adopt guidelines for the prescribing of opioid antag-
onists that are applicable to all licensed health care providers in the

state who are authorized to prescribe an opioid analgesic. Such guide-
lines nmust address:

(a) prescribing an opioid antagonist to a patient to whom an opioid
nedication is also prescribed; and

(b) identifying patients at risk of an opioid-related drug overdose
and prescribing an opioid antagonist to that patient or to a person in a
position to adninister the opioid antagonist to that patient.

2. In adopting guidelines under this section, the conni ssioner shal
consult with the state board of pharnacy as well as nmaterials published
by, but not limted to, the substance abuse and nmental health services
adnm nistration of the United States departnment of health and hunan
services and other appropriate materials, including nedical journals
subject to peer review and publications by nedical professional associ-
ations.

3. The conmissioner is authorized to pronmulgate rules and regul ations
necessary for the inplenentation of this section.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
it shall have becone a | aw, provi ded, however, that effective inmedi ate-
ly, the addition, amendnent and/or repeal of any rule or regulation
necessary for the inplenentation of this act on its effective date are
aut hori zed to be nade and conpl eted on or before such date.
