The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The social services law is anended by addi ng a new section
364-k to read as foll ows:

8 364-k. Tenporary protected status beneficiary's benefits. 1.
Notwi thstanding any other provision of law, the departnent shall not
cancel, suspend or rescind nedical assistance benefits issued to a
tenporary protected status beneficiary if the federal governnent ends
the designation of tenporary protected status for that individual's
country of origin.

2. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the departnment shal
extend eligibility for nedical assistance benefits to individuals
formerly granted tenporary protected status if they neet all require-
nents other than the requirenents related to inmmgration status.

3. Notwi thstanding any other provision of law, the departnent shal
not cancel, suspend or rescind nedical assistance benefits issued to
individuals enrolled in the federal deferred action for childhood
arrivals program when the programis ended by the federal governnent.

4. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the departnent shal
extend eligibility for nedical assistance benefits to individuals
fornerly enrolled in the federal deferred action for childhood arrivals
programif they neet all requirenents other than the requirenents
related to inmgration status.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect i mediately.
