The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 5 of section 297 of the executive law, as
anended by chapter 958 of the laws of 1968, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

5. Any conplaint filed pursuant to this section nust be so filed wth-
in one year after the alleged unlawful discrimnatory practice; provided
that in cases of sexual harassnment, the conplaint nust be so filed wth-
in three years after the alleged unlawful discrimnatory practice.

§ 2. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shal
have becone a | aw.
