AN ACT to anend the penal law, in relation to creating the crime of
tanpering with el ectronic nonitoring equi pnent

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The penal law is amended by adding two new sections 145.75
and 145.80 to read as foll ows:

8 145.75 Tanpering with electronic nonitoring equipnent in the second
degree.

1. For purposes of this section, "electronic nonitoring equi pnent"”
neans an instrunent or device utilized in accordance wth subdivision
four of section 65.10 of this chapter.

2. A person is guilty of tanpering with electronic nonitoring equip-
nent in the second degree when, having no right to do so nor any reason-
able ground to believe that he or she has such right. he or she tanpers
with electronic nonitoring equipnment, or danages or otherw se alters
such electronic nonitoring equipnent in an effort to interfere with any
signal, inpulse or data being transnmitted by such electronic nonitoring
equi pnent .

Tanpering with electronic nonitoring equipnent in the second degree is
a class A m sdeneanor.

8 145.80 Tanpering with electronic nonitoring equipnent in the first
degree.

1. A person is quilty of tanpering with electronic nonitoring equip-
nent in the first degree when, as part of committing tanpering wth
electronic nonitoring equipnent in the second degree as defined in
section 145.75 of this article, the person also conmmts a crine that is
classified as a class A or class B fel ony.

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2. \Wien a person is convicted of tanpering with electronic nonitoring
equipnent in the first degree, the court shall inpose a sentence for
this crime to run consecutive to any sentence inposed for a conviction
for the class A or class B felony that was also conm tted.

Tanpering with electronic nonitoring equipnent in the first degree is
a class E fel ony.
