AN ACT to anend the environmental conservation law, in relation to
enacting the New York state conprehensive flood nmitigation grant act;
maki ng an appropriation therefor and providing for the repeal of such
provi si ons upon expiration thereof

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Short title. This act shall be known and rmay be cited as
the "New York state conmprehensive flood nmitigation grant act"”

8§ 2. The environnental conservation |law is amended by adding a new
section 16-0121 to read as foll ows:

8 16-0121. Conprehensive flood nitigation grant program

1. The conmi ssioner shall establish a programwhich shall be known as
the "conprehensive flood mtigation grant programl. The purpose of this
program is to aid nmunicipalities wth a population of less than one
mllion people to inplenment flood mitigation plans.

2. (a) The comm ssioner shall establish the eligibility criteria and
develop an application process to award grants to nmunicipalities for
flood control and watershed managenent projects; and for the capital
costs related to the design., purchase and installation of flood warning
projects, flood mtigation projects, flood relief projects or other
related projects.

(b) The commi ssioner nmy approve any application in which the projects
described in the application are (i) consistent with the eligibility
criteria established by the comm ssioner pursuant to paragraph (a) of
this subdivision; (ii) wundertaken as part of a conprehensive flood
nmanagenent plan prepared and adopted by such nunicipality or part of a

section; and (iii) not inconsistent with any state-wi de fl ood nmanagenent
pl an.

(c) If an application is disapproved, the conm ssioner shall set forth
in witing the reason for disapproval

3. Recognizing that flood mtigation efforts frequently cross over
nmuni ci pal boundaries, the conm ssioner shall encourage nunicipalities to
file joint applications for the funding of multi-nunicipal projects.
Such projects shall require that one or nore adjacent nmunicipalities
jointly agree to apply for capital funding for projects that inpact two
or nore nmunicipalities, provided that the governing body of each nunici-
pality shall approve the nmulti-nunicipal application

4. The departnent and eligible municipalities shall coordinate activ-
ities under this section with all related state and federal flood
prograns.

§ 3. The sumof ten mllion dollars ($10,000,000) is hereby appropri-
ated to the departnment of environmental conservation out of any noneys
in the state treasury in the general fund to the credit of the state
pur poses account, not otherwise appropriated, and mde imediately
avail able, for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of this act.
Such noneys shall be payable on the audit and warrant of the conptroller
on vouchers certified or approved by the conmi ssioner of the departnent
of environnental conservation in the manner prescribed by | aw
