AN ACT to anend the education law, in relation to teacher training in
prograns for gifted students; to repeal certain provisions of such | aw
relating thereto; and nmaking an appropriation therefor

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Section 3004 of the education law is anmended by adding a
new subdivision 7 to read as fol |l ows:

7. The commi ssioner shall prescribe requlations requiring that al
persons applving on or after the effective date of this subdivision for
a certificate or license valid for service as a classroomteacher. pupi
personnel service professional, school adnmnistrator or supervisor or
superintendent of schools, shall, in addition to all the other certif-
ication or licensing requirenents, have conpleted three credits or nore
of course work or training in the identification and education of gifted
and talented pupils including tw ce-exceptional pupils. "Tw ce-excep-
tional" shall nean those pupils who give evidence of the potential for
high cognitive processing capabilities comensurate with or contrary to
cognitive processing taken as norns of regular education in areas such
as, but not limted to: specific academ cs, general intellectual abili-
ty, creativity, leadership., and/or visual, spatial or performng arts;
and also give evidence of one or nore disabilities as defined by federa
or state eligibility criteria such as, but not limted to, specific

| earni ng disabilities, speech and | anguage di sorders,
enotional / behavioral disorders, physical disabilities, autism spectrum
or other health inpairnents, such as ADHD. Such term shall include those

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pupils who require educational progranms or services beyond those nornal -
ly provided by the regular school programin order to realize their ful
potential . Such credit work or training shall be obtained from an
institution or provider which has been approved by the departnent to
provi de such course work or training. Such regulations shall also
require that school districts and boards of cooperative educati onal
services include training for teachers and other certified or |icensed
enmployees in identifying gifted and talented, including tw ce excep-
tional, students in their required professional devel opnment plans.

8 2. Subdivision 2-b of section 3204 of the education lawis REPEALED
and a new subdivision 2-b is added to read as foll ows:

2-b. Instruction of possibly gifted pupils. a. The governing board of
any school district and any community school district is hereby directed
to provide every pupil who is diagnosed as "possibly gifted" wth

instruction froma teacher who has had appropriate training in educating
gifted pupils.

b. Al school districts shall provide acceleration opportunities for
pupils in the basic branches of study.

8 3. Paragraph d of subdivision 5 of section 3208 of the education |aw
i s REPEALED and a new paragraph d is added to read as foll ows:

d. If such screening indicates a possibly gifted child, the nanme and
finding shall be reported to the superintendent of schools of such
district and to the parent or guardian of such child. Such notification
shall entitle the child to gifted |EPs (G EPs) devel oped by certified
gifted and talented | earning specialists, and to other services includ-
ing, but not Ilimted to, differentiated instruction, contact tine,
social and enotional support, acadenic guidance and counsel i ng,
content-based acceleration, and instruction froma teacher who has had
appropriate training in educating gifted pupils, or alternative services
mutual |y agreeable to the school district and parent or guardi an of such
child.

8 4. The sumof one mllion dollars ($1,000,000), or so nmnuch thereof
as may be necessary, is hereby appropriated to the department of educa-
tion out of any noneys in the state treasury in the general fund to the
credit of the state purposes fund, not otherw se appropriated, and nade
i medi ately available, for the sole purpose of providing training for
teachers in providing education to possibly gifted, including tw ce-ex-
ceptional pupils in the public elenentary schools. Such noneys shall be
payable on the audit and warrant of the conptroller on vouchers certi-
fied or approved by the commissioner of education in the manner
prescribed by | aw.

8 5. This act shall take effect on the one hundred twentieth day next
succeeding the date on which it shall have beconme a | aw, provided, that
effective imedi ately, the addition, anendnment and/or repeal of any rule
or regul ation necessary for the inplenmentation of this act on its effec-
tive date are authorized and directed to be nade and conpl eted on or
before such effective date; and provi ded, however, that the anendnents
to section 3208 of the education |aw made by section three of this act
shall not affect the expiration of such section and shall be deened to
expire therewith
