The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The education law is amended by addi ng a new section 3214-a
to read as foll ows:

8 3214-a. Reports of bias-related offenses. 1. Notw thstandi ng any
provision of this chapter to the contrary, upon receipt by a teacher
adnmi nistrator or other enployee of a school district or board of cooper-
ative educational services of any report of the alleged conm ssion of a
bias related offense conmtted upon the property of such school district
or board of cooperative educational services, the teacher, adm nistrator
or _other enployee shall imediately report the alleged commission of
such bias related offense to a | aw enforcenent agency having jurisdic-
tion over such offense. Each school district or board of cooperative
educational services shall cooperate wth any |aw enforcenent agency
investigating and prosecuting a bias related offense.

2. For the purposes of this section, "bias related offense"” shall nean
any offense, which if comritted by an adult, would constitute a hate
crine as defined in subdivision one of section 485.05 of the penal |aw

3. The commissioner shall pronmulgate and distribute to every schoo
district and board of cooperative educational services such rules and
regulations as shall be necessary to inplenent the provisions of this
section and ensure conpliance therewth.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect inmediately, except that subdivision 1
of section 3214-a of the education |law, as added by section one of this
act, shall take effect on the first of Septenber next succeeding the
date on which it shall have becone a | aw.
